Bt. Louis, March 8—The most
violent snow storm of the winter pre-
valled here to-day, several inches of
snow fell and travel of all kinds was
Impeded, The mercury began to fall
this afternoon, and to-night the ther-
maoieter marks 10 degrees, The storm
originated in  Colorudo and to the
south of it, and has exteuded over
Kansas, Indian Territory, part of Ar-

\PERSONAL BKETCHES OF PRESIDENT
HAYES' CONBTITUTIONAL ADVISERS,
William Maxwell Evarts, the new

Becretary of Blate, was born in Boston

in 1818. Hia father, Jeremiah Evarts,

wis a man of literary prominence,

and for s long term of years secretary
of the American Board of Commission«

ers for Forelgn Misslons. His son
Willism was graduated at Yale Col-
lege in 1887 ; studied law in the Har-
vard Bchool, and in 1841 was admitted
to the bar of New York city., His
progress in his profession was steady,
and he received the degree of LL. D.
from Union College in 1857, from Yale
in 1885 and fron Harvard in 1870,
When articles of impeachment were
presented to the Benate of the United
Biates ngainst President Andrew
Johnson, in 1808, Mr. Evarts wnas
chosen by the President as his prinei-
pal counsel, and his speech on that
oceasion added to his already high
reputation us a sound lawyer, That
trial resulted in & verdiet of acquittal
for President Johnson, and in July,
1868, Mr. Evarts was appointed Attor.
ney General of the United Btates,
which office he held until the close of
Mr. Johnson's administration. When
the tribunal of arbitration on the Ala-
bama claims met at Geneva, Bwitzer-
land, in 1872, Mr. Evarts was counsel
for the United BStates. He also ap-
peared for the Republican party be-
fore the late Electoral commission.
Of the many addresses delivered by
Mr. Evarts in various parts of the
country several have been published,
His most important oration, outside
the line of his profession, was that de-
livered at Philadelphia on July 4,
1876, In commemoration of the Cen-
tenninl of the United States,
JOHN BHERMAN OF dHI0.

John Sherman, the Becretary of the
Treasury, was born in Lancaster,
Ohio, in 1823, He began bis educa-
tion at Mount Vernon, Ohio; from
thence went to Muskinggum and
studied civil engineering and after-
wards read law, was admitted to prac-
tice and formed a partnership with
his brother, Charles T. 8Sherman. In
1848 Mr. Bherman eame prominently
into politics as a member of the Whig
convention of 1848 and 1852, and in
1854 was elected to Congress from the
Thirteenth distriet of Ohio. He was
subsequently elected to the Thirty-
fifth, Thirty-sixth and Thirty-seventh
Congresses. He was a candidute for
Rpeaker of the Thirty-sixth Congress,
but wus defeated by a few votes. In
1861, on the resignation of Mr. Chnee
from the Senate of the United States
from Ohio, Mr. Sherman was chosen
to fill his place, and was re-elected in
1867 and 1873. While in the Senate
Mr. Bherman introduced and suppor-
ted the national bank bill and legal

tender acts, and also opposed the con-
tinuanece of the Ptate lmnkiug =y s=ten.
He was likewise the futher of a bill
for funding the national debt and con-
verting the notes of the United States.
GEORGE W. M'CRARY OF 10WA.

George W. M'Crary, of lowa, who
has been appointed Secretary of War,
was born near Evansville, Indiana, in
1835, but removed with his parents
the following yearto the territory that
is mow incorporated in the Btate of
Towa: After receiving a sound liter-
ury and legal education, Mr. McCrary
was admitted to the bar at Keokuk,
Town, in 1866, TIn the following year
he was chosen to the State Legislature
and in 1861 to the Benate for four
years. After the end of thisservice
he was elected to the Forty-first,
Forty-second, Forty-third und Forty-
fourth Congresses, It is eluimed that
Mr. McCrary orlginated the Electorial
Commission a8 & means of settling
the difficulty in relation to the Presi-
dential question.

RICHARD W, THOMPSON, OF INDIANA,

Richard W. Thompson has been
selected by President Hayes as See-
retary of Navy. Heis a son ofold
Virginia, having been born in Cul-
pepper county in 1809.  After receiv-
ing a good classical eduecation he enil-
grated to Kentucky and from thence
to Indiana, where he studied law and
was admitted to the bar in 1834, He
nt once took a decided Interest in
political matters, both State and na-
tional, and was elected to the Legisla-
ture in 1834 and re.elected in 1835, In
1836 he was sent to the Senate, in
which body he remuined two years.
His appesrance in Congress was in
1841; In 1844 he was chosen a Presi-
dentinl elector and in 1847 again took
aseat in Congress. He was again o
Presidential electorin 1864, and in 1808
a delegate to the Republican Nuational
Convention. The Chieago resolutions
of 1860 were written by Mr, Thompson
At the Cincinnati Republican Con-
vention of 1876 Mr. Thompson was
chairman of the Indiana delegation
and nominated Mr, Morton for the
Presidency. He also supported him
until the stampede for Hayes began,
when he went for the latter. Mr.
Thompson is set down to the account
of Benator Morton. Mr. Thompson
was originally » Whig, but has acted
with the Republican party since its
birth.

CARL SCHURE, OF MISSOURIL.

To Carl Bchurz has been confided
the cure of the Department of the In-
terior. Mr. Bchurz was born in Biv-
lar, Prussia, in 1820, and educated at
the Gymnasium, of Cologne and the
University of Bonn. He took an
active part in the Liberal revolution
of 1848, in Germany, and when that
falled escuped to Bwitzerland, and
from there came to the United States
in 1862, TIn a short time after landing
he embarked in the anti-slavery
movement in the Northwest, And was
& member of the Republican Conven-
tion of 1860, He was appointed Min-
ister to Bpain by Mr, Lincoln, but re-
turned, entered the army and was
present at the battles of Bull Run,

Chanceliorsville nnd Getiysburg. In
1987 Mr. Beours sesumed editorial
control of the H-'m:;iw‘mshl’zi [ i.’
German r published ut ouis,
and In l&tn chosen United States
Benator from Missourl. When
Horace Greeley was nominatéd for the
Presidency Mr. Schurz gave him an
ardent support, and at the last elec-
tion spoke and labored for Hayes.
DAVID M. KEY, OF TENNESLEE.
The new Postmaster General, David
M. Key, is a native of Geeen county,
Tennessee, where he was born in 1823,
He studied luw and was admitted to
the bar st the proper age, and after
the practice of his profession for some
years was appointed Chancellor of the
Chattanooga Circuit, which position
he held up to the time he was seleeted
by Governor Porter to flll the vacancy
in the Senate of the United States
caused by the death of ex-President
Andrew Johnson, During the late
war Mr. Key went with his seetion,
raised u regiment in Eust Tennessee
and remained in the field until the
end of the confliet, He was a candi-
date for re-election tn the Henate re-
cently before the Legisluture of Tens
tnessee, but was defeated. In a speech
delivered in the Senate Decejuber 18,
876, Mr., Key, in speaking upon na-
tional affhirs, said: *It is time for us
to make our government one of law
instend of force. It is time that of-
fenders be tried, and punished, and
not those who are innocent. The
wicked shonld be eondemned, and not
communities of Stutes because wicked
men are in them."
CHARLES DEVENS, OF MASSACHUSETTS

Genernl Charles Devens, of Massu-
chusetts, is to 1ill the position of At-
torney General. He was born at
Cparlestown, in that State, in 1820,
and after graduating at the Harvard
Law School commenced the practice
of his profession in Franklin county
in 1841, In 184748 he occupled a seat,
in the Senate of his State, and was
United States Morshal from 1849 to
1853, When the war broke out
Devens nt onee entered the army as
the major of a regiment of Massachus-
etts volunteers. In a short time he
was chosen eolonel of the Fifteenth
Mnseachusetts Regiment, with which
he participated in the memorable
campaign on the Peninsula of Vir-
ginia. While in the field, in the
neighborhood of Yorkstown, Colonel
Devens was promoted to the rank of
brigadier general, From this field of
action he was transferred to the Army
of the Potomae, and led his command
in all the desperte battels in that part
of the Old Dominion. He was a des-
perate fighter, and received wounds at
Ball's Bluff, Fair Oaks, Chancellors-
ville and Cold Harbor, one of which
necessitated the amputation of his leg.
In one campuign in Massachusetts
Mr. Devens was the Democratic can-
didate for Governor in opposition to
CGovernor Aundrew, the candidate of
the Republicans, He was defeated,
After his return home from the army
in 1865, General Devens resumed the
pructice of the law, and in 1867 was ap-
puinted Associate Justice of the Su-
preme  Court of the State. This
position he held until 1878, when he
was chosen Assoclute Justive of the
Supreme Court of Massachusetts,
post hestill holds, Although taking
no  part in  polities, still General
Devens is recognized as a Republican
but attached to the more conservative
wing of that organization.

Terrible Disaster at Karns City.

Pitisburg, Mareh 5.—A telegram
from Karns city, Butler county, Pa.,
saye: YA fire originated early this
morning in the oftice of the Bateman
House, by a cigar or match being
thrown under thie counter, among the
wuste paper. It was discovered by
Mr. Batemun before it had made mm'?l
headway. He ran for water and on
returning found the whole room in
flames, cutting off' all escape by the
stairway from the rooms above. Mr,
Bateman rushed through the flames,
aud sueceeded in saving his son, but
they were both budly burned, the son
fatally. The buillding was consumed
with fearful rapidity. In searching
the debris the bodies of Mrs, Bateman,
her daughters—Minnie, Lou, Belle,
and Winnie—were found burned be-
yond recognition, N, Brown, of the
firm of Spragley & Co., of New York.
waus found almost consumed, Thirty
boarders were in the hotel, six of
whom were injured by {umpingfrom
the windows. The loss is about §10,-
O insurance $9.000,"
