Louis Globe Demoerat thinks it
will pmss, because it is a fair measure,
and allows the sleeping-car compunies
a profitable return on their captal,
When the prices of all the great stuples
and of lubor have fallen from 50 to 100
per eent., as they have during the past
seven years, there is no good reason
why the sleeping-car companiesshould
be permitted to collect war prices for
the service they render. The price of
lodging at the best and most lux-
uriously furnished hotels does not
exceed one doilar per night. Why
should two dollars be exacted from
tarvelers for occupying n contracted
bunk, which has often to be reached
by a ladder, in a rallway car?

The Tracy Murder Trial.

The trial of Andrew T for the
murder of Mary Rellly in bher
took place at Bmethport Inst week,
W copy from the Miner !

On the ev: um]gi of the 18th of last
Heptember, Mary Reflly, a young lady
of this \-infnlty. [ ;laugh'tur of Andrew
Reilly, a well to do farmer of Keating
township, was in Smethport making
enllx upon some of her young associates
and had been \'Iﬂltlnf at the store of
Miss Mary Tracy, a sister of the unfor-
tunnte young man who now stands
oharged with this awful erime and
who, if shown to be gullty must surel
puy the penalty of his foul deed wit
Ill! life, When leaving the store of
Miss Tracy she was accompanied by
Miss Belle Mullin, of Smethport, with
wliom she wns to spend the night,
The two younlg ladles, fast friends and
former schoolmates, were on the way
up Main street arm in arm, nnd about
the thme they were passing Hamlin's
hordware store it was remarked by
Mist Reilly that she heard foolsteps
coming behind and she feared they
were heing followed, They then

uickened their steps, hoping to reach
the Mullin residence before being over-
taken, but in this they were doomed to
disnppointment and poor Mary Reilly
to death, for when 1uut opposite the
ate leading from the =ireet to the
1ouge they were overtaken and a pistol
shot from the inhuman villinin laid
Mary Reilly bleeding and dying upon
the sidewalk with a bullet In li):cr
brain,

Buspicion very soon began to point
townrd Andrew Tracy and it was
found that he had hastily fled the
country, for what reason no one could
tell. T'his seemed to fix the crime on
him and but a few hours had elapsed
ere the whole country Was up in arms
determined to hunt him down and
bring him to punishment. In a day
or two thereafter word was received
that he had been seen in the neighbor-
hood of Portville, in New York State,
and Sherift' King went on at once, se-
cured him and brought him rsafely to
the jail in thi= borough. These are a
few of the fuets in the ease, sufticient
only to reeall to the mind of the reader
this great tragedy—the most eruel and
inhuman ever committed in this part
of the State.

When young Tracy was hrought into
court Tuesday morning he was asked
to stand up and District Attorney
Smith read to him the bill of indiet-
ment found by the Grand Jury at the
September  sessions  against  him,
When he had finished the somewhat
tedious document he asked what he
had to say, whether guilty or not
guilty, to which Interrogatory Tracy
answered In a clenr voice sufciently
andible to be heard all over the Court
room, “Nor Grinry.”

The work of selecting a jury was
then commenced and at noon of Tues-
day the entlre venire of thirty-=ix men
had been exhausted and only nine
Jurors  secured. The court directed
Sherifl” Rartwell to summon twelve nd-
ditional jurors which was soon done
and the work of selection went on
until four o'clock when it was an-
nounced that o full pannel had been
secured nnd sworn,

Tracy's plea of “not guilty” wus
withdrawn during thetrial, and a plea
of *puilty of the killing " made in-
sted.  An attempt was made to prave
the prisoner insane which failed. A
lurge amount of testhnony was taken
proving conclusively the guilt of the
prisoner, which for want of time we
are compelled to omnit,

THE FINALE.

The argument was commencid
Friday morning, nnd was completod
at twelve minutes sfter four a'clock in
the afternoon.  Distrlet  Attorney
Samunel W, Smith opened the avgu-
ment for the commonwenlth, and was
followed by Hon. W. W. Hrown.
The defense was then most ably repre-
sented by A, B, Richmond, Esq., of
Meadvlille, and Col, ', R, (‘url\!-c, of
Erie. Hon. M. F. Elliott closed the
case in a speech of an hour and a half,
which was the most powerful legal
meldress that has been heard in Me-
Kean county for a long time, When
he had concluded, the judges of the
court consulted together less then five
minutes, when Judge Willianis an-
nounced that they had ngreed on a
finding of MUBRDER IN THE«FIRST
DEGREE,

The prisoner throughout the trial
manifested no signs of fecling, and no
interest whatever In the dreadful
drama  being  enacted ahout him
When the finding was unnounced, he
manifested not the slighitest emotion
nordid he evinee any spirit of bruvado,
The sentence will not be rendered
until the April term.

Thus eloses the seeond act of this
maost horrible drama, and there yet re-
maing but one more—the execution of
unfortunate young man who in an
evil hour permitted himeelf to be led
so far by his passions ns to deliberately
murder one of the fairest and purest
creatures on earth.

Terrinre MorTALITY FROM Dipn-
THERIA.—The Bellefonte Watelonan
suys: One of the suddest things we
have ever beenjealled upon to chronicle
is the bereavinent that has this month
fallen upon Mr. and Mrs, Daniel and
Catherine Smay, of Beaver Mills,
Rush township, this county, who be-
tween the third and 15th, have lost
four ehildren from diphtherin. On
the 2d instant, their third son, Fred-
erick (., died, aged three years, eight
months and two days; on the 13th
Sarab, their eldest daughter, followed
her little brother, aged 18 years, five
months and three days; on the 14th
Hurry, their fourth son, died, aged
two years, eight monthsand four days,
and on the 16th Warren, their second
son, aged uiglu’l}'vum, two months and
three days, he three last named
were buried in one grave.

Words are vain to comfort such
sorrow, The eldest daughter, a young
lady, and the second, third and I'uur(ﬁ
sons all gone—almost & whole fumily
transplanted from earth to Heaven in
less than two weeks.

There is a strong protest offered, in
different ways and from vatious
sources, fngalnst our lolig established
practice of making poor floors, with
the design bf keeping themi tovered
with carpets stretehed and fitted to
every part, and carefully tacked down.
Carpels in dally use cannot be kept
clean except by very frequent shinking
and beating, and they do mudh toward
currupting the alr by refaining impure
gases, hiding the finest, most pene-
trating dust In thelr meshes and
undetheath them, and by giving off
particles of fine wool into the atmos-
phefe, with other dust, as they are
swept of Walked upon. There is a
demand for better floord, not hoces-
sarily inlaid or mosaics, of different
kinds of precious wood, but made
double, of strong seasoned wood, that
will not shrink or warp (spruoce,
however well seasoned, Is almost sure
to warp), and then earefully finished
80 as to be durable and easily cleaned.
Carpeted floors seem a rellef to the
house-keeper when ohce the carpets
are procured and fitted to the rooms
and tacked down, because they do not
show the dirt as the bare floors do,
But oh! when they doget full of dust !
And when house-cleaning time comes,
and they must be taken up and shaken
and whipped ns they well deserve!
With warmly-made floors and large
warm rugs, could’'n’t we do without
these abominations even in winter,
Certainly our rooms would be cooler
and sweeter without them in summer.
But in that case we must tunke more
prins with our flootd, nnd we must
have something Dbetter than the
comnion utipainted ones, Oiled floors
are better liked than those painted,
even for kitchens. Women find that
they ean oll their floors themselves,
and many a kitchen floor has, within
a few years, been made comfortable
and  decent in that way. Boiled
linseed oil is used, and two or three
conts are puton, one after nnother, as
fast na they are dry. Floors ofalternate
boards of different Kinds of wood are
pretty for some rooms, and gome thmes
a border made In this way, with diago-
nal stripes, bordered by a straight board
on each side, or wood of two kinds
laid in checks or dinmonds, is very
satisfactory., These bordered rooms
are especially designed for parlors, or
rooms where a heavy bordered earpet
or lurge rich rug is intended to merely
cover most of the floor, leaving a
margin of about two feet around the
the edge—a carpet which ean often be
carried out and shaken free from dust.

Oiled floors do not need hard serub-
bing, like unpainted foors, but simply
a good washing with warm (not hot)
water, often changed ns you go over it.
Strong suds of course will gradually
remove the oil with which you have
earefully filled the pores. Grease
spotsdo not have the same effect as upon
an unpainted or unoiled floor, which
must be kept free from grease in order
to look well for now you huve it greased
all over; whatever grease gets on it
now, that can not be scraped or wiped
up, mdy be thoroughly rubbed in.
