On January 21, 1793, Louts was guillotined,
in the centre of the Place do la Chlncallie, iu
Paris, the scaffold standing precisely 'on the
spot now occupied by the Obelisk of Luxor.
Tho events which occurred on the dates hero
given had especial influence in conducting
Louts XVI from the throne to the scaffold.
