Houston to an old friend, which defineshis position, thus :

I still believe that secession will bring rain andcivil war. Yet, if the people will, I can bear itwith them. I would fain not be declared an alienfrom my native home in old Virginia, to the scenesor my early toils and triumphs in nobleTennessee.I would not, of my own choice, give up the ban-ner beneath which Ihave fought; the Constitutionwhich .1 have revered, or the Union which I haveloved and()bobbed as the tylOrietis and pricelessheritage bequeathed me by my fathers. Sixty.seven years of freedom, the recollection of pasttriumphs and suffering, the memories of heroeswhom I have seen and know, and whose veneratedshades would haunt my footsteps, were I to falternow, may, perhaps, have made me too devoted totheConstitution end the Union; but be it so. DidI believe that likerty and the rights of the Southdemanded the saoriftoe,l would not hesitate. Ibelieve tipt leas confession than was necessary toframe the Constitution will nowpreserve it. Thusbelieving, I cannot vote for secession."1 have hesitated to say anything on this tonic,because Idesire the people to act for themselves.Myviews are on record. Yet it is perhaps butright that my old friends should know that thecharge that lam for secession is false.
