Edwinr Forrest, as «* Kang Lear.””

The representation of Lear, on Monday eove-
ning, has never Heen approached in Philadelphia.
The large audience that congregated on that oc-
casion seemed to contradich the oft-repented re-
mark that legitimacy has no patronage in our age.
The facts are, that we seldom see tho logitimate
drema legitimately delineated. Few of the in.
tclligent and the appreciative will attend &
wretched performance of Hamlet or Lear ; when
upon ordinary imaginations those characters are at
once impressed by perusal. DBoth, indeed, have
been denominated reading- plays, because only
the finest genius can:fully conceive and satisfacto-
rily delineate them. Thusit is, that Leqr is often
said to make a wearying, dragging: performance,
but a rare book for the closet ; whereas, of all the
productions of Shakspeare, it is the most intensely
dramatic. - The incidents follow each other natu-
rally : There is a pleasant underplot that is nicely
connected with the main story ; the interest pro-
gresses from sceme to scenme ; the personages are
strongly contrasted ; their fortunos are rapidly
chonged ; ~and - the tewt g, by ‘turns, terse,
trenchant, and poetical.. With these advantages,
the tragedy 18 seldom produced ; for few actors
have the physical power te perform, the leisure
and persistence to study, and the judgment to un-
derstand it.

With Hamlet the difference among actors has
been ns to the reality of his madness. None doubt
that Lear was deranged, but fow have entered so
far into the mysteries of derangement that they
can exhibit its characteristics. Lt is, in renlity, no
wonder that a theme about which o much hasbeen
writton by medical men, with conclusions so vague,
doubtftil, and ' conflicting, should be above the
ken of « poor players,’’ whose daily impersonations
of common parts are sufficiently difficult. If years
of debate have failed to interprot passages of Jlam-
2er, spoken by sane  personages, in calm momants,

-ghall we fail to see the embarrassment of explaining
the vagiries of a lunatic. Scntences in the last
three acts of Jwear bave never been explained. ‘The
traing of thought are broken, and the keenest per.
ceptions have been umable to trace out the connec-
tions, And tbat such,conneotions exist, none are so
well satisfied as those students of Shakspearo who
are - also copversant with  the ~study " of - In-
sanity. - Mr.. Forrest is the great - exponent
of Lear in that he has been a close student of
the one, and a kcen observer of the other. . Proba-

finest buildings in the city.

Freedley, of Norristown, is our quarter-
master, and a better selection could not have been
made. Adjutant Danicl P, Bible, of Bellefonte, is
a young man of high moral and intellectual attain-
ments, and, belng an experienced soldier, is well
calculated for the position. Most of the officers and
men were members of the Fourth Pennsylvania Re-
giment, who were so wantonly assailed by the New
Yurk pupars, and, I regrot to suy, someo of our own
papers, and branded as cowards becanse they
chose to return to their homes at the expiration of
their enlistment in an orderly mannor.  And now,
as Pennsylvanians, Who are alwaystrue to the Con.
stitution, they have again left their homes and fire-
sides, aud are willing to endure the hardships and
fatiguea of camp life; to sacrifice the comforte of
howmes, and even their lives, for their country.
