Feepixe 8vock 18 Pasrore.—Though grass
may be the “natur:]™ food of eattle, it is none
the iess true that all improved farming and
breeding deviation from a state of natore. In
this seuse it cannot be doubted that meal and
grain are ¢qually natural food for improved
stock ; at least they always eut beartily cnoagh
to make their food seem natural, and their thrifti-
ness and healthfuiness give evidepee that such
feeding is adapted to their ehanged condition. T
have little doubt it is the Idea that grass only is
good ns summer food which keeps many farmers
from supplementing summer scarcities by grain
and meal. Tney will feed their cows and other
stock liberally during winter ; but the first bile
of grass stops all that, and animals are left to
shift as best they con. Nothing could be worse
| poliey thau this. There Is po time of year when

a little corn meal ean be used to better advantage

than in feeding it to mileh cows In April, May
aud even into June. There may be a time when
June grass is at its best when cows will not eat
meni readily ; but as soon as summer drouth
canses o scarity the additional feed will be In
demand and may be profituble given. During
the hottest months, ground oats, screenings, or
shipstufls are preferable to corn meal, but there
is little time during the sammer when some-
thing may not be given to ndvantage.

There Is nothing which tends to make the
farma vick so rapldly n& iiberal feeding. and oun
many aceounts snmmesels the best season for
this purpose. A quart of corn mea! twice a day,
or eight quarts of bran per day, will pay in the
increased flow of milk, and ficlds thus pastured
will grow rieher ail the time, especially if each
fall over the grass. In Augnst and Septem-
ber drilled corn may be given in place of Lbe
grain, or if pastures are entirely drisd, & way
take the place of the grass and meal, or mill
feed added.

Last year I intended to feed the cows uatll the
middie of June, but not haviag any eorn ground,
and the teams being too busyto go to mill, T
stopped the allowance for a very few days. The
resu!t wos that two new milch cows lost nearly
Ialf in their yield of milk, and mere still in
quality. The grass at this time gave a good
“‘bite,”” but lacked substance. As soon us the
feed wna resumed, the flow and richuess of milk
increased ; but the cows were not ns good all the
season, from less than one week’s loss of their
meal ration. I fed the menl on eut cornstalks
aud straw, substitutivg cut clover hay for the
stalks late in the spring as the weather become
warm.—Cor. Conntry Centleman.

Darx Baramss Hexs.—A writes in the Rwral
New Yorker has this to say for the brahma hen :

Sbe will rear a brood of chickens which, if
hatehed no later than aoy time during the month
of May or June, will bring 40 or 50 cts. o picee
before Thanksgiving day, and will lay twelve
dozen of egus besides, worth from twelve to
twenty-five cents per dozen. They are often
taken advantage of by some of the farmers’
good wives, who always, after the warm weather
sels in, manage to set two hens at one and the
sume time, and afterwards, when the chicks are
hatehed give both broods to one hen. In the
course of a few days the robbed hen begins to
lay, and so has the good fartune, afier all, of
hatehing twice the number of chicks of the hea
upon which her first family was Imposed—thus
making herself also more profitable to the farmer
than If she had been left to rear her first brood.
This breed is found fanlt with for wanting to
set too freruently, but that ia their pature, and
a port of their most paying business; for a
Brahma hen will often hateh and rear a dozen
| or more of fine chickens. The Brahmas are

A Discovery Asovt Comx.—A writer In the
Western Rwral znys :—An intelligent and relinble
nelghbor of ours, who lias for years been making
experiments with cors, his discovered an Import-
auce and value inrepianting corn, which is quite
novel and worthy ef publication. We have al-
ways thought geplanted corn was of very little
cousequence, this gentleman says “is is of
so much consequence he replants whether it is
needed or not—or rather, he plants two or three
weeks after the crop Is planted a hill ever
fifteenth row each way.” He says: “If the
weather becomes dry during the filling time, the
silk and tasscls hoth become dry and dead. In
this condition, if it should become s¢asonable
the silk revives and renews Its growth, but the
tassels do not recover.  Then, for want of pollen,
the new silk is unable to 61l the office for which
it was designed. The pollen from the replanted
corn is then ready to supply the silk. and the
filling 1s completed.”” He says nearly ali the
abortive ears, o cominon fu all eorn erops, are
caused by the want of pollen, and he hus known
ears 1o double their size in this filling.

If
the vinegar be very strong, take a little lesa of
it and some water ; but for us the strength of
the vinegur hurts. When done poar on buttered
piates, and either murk off in squares an ineis or
two wide as it cools, or else, when eool enough
to handle, draw it uniil it is vice and white, then
cut it into sticka.

Keop them
in u cool place, or the fruit will ferment. The
mixture shonld be stirred softly, and only just
sufflicient!y to blend the sugar and the frait,
The bottles must be perfecily dry, and the bind-
I ders, after having been eleaned in the usual way,

and allowed to become nearly so, shoald be mois-
tened with a littie spirit on theside which is to
be next to the cork.

Steawnengres.—To two pouunds of fine large
strawherries wdd two pounds of powdered sugnr,
| and put them in a preserving-Kettle, over a siow
fire, till the sngar is melted ; then boll them pre-
ciscly twenty minutes, as fast as possible ; have
ready a number of wnall jars, and put the fruit
in bolling hot. Cork and seal the jars imme-
diately, and keep them through the summer ln o
coid, dry celler. The jars must be heated belore
the hot fruit is poured i, otherwise they will
bresk.

Rasppgriies woork—Take five gquarta of
raspberries and eull from them sbout three plats
of the largest and finest, and set them aside;
put the remainder in the preserving-pan, and pat
them on the fire to extract the juies. When
they are boiled enough, let them cool, and then
strain them through a cloth. Weile they are
cooling, boll ap the sugar in the proportion of
on? pound to one quurt of the fruit, and when
you have removed the senm, and it is & good
syrup, throw in your whaole raspberries ; let them
boll rapidly & few minutes, but be careful they
do not fall to pleces or become magged. Take
them out withh n skimmer full of holes, and
spread them over a large dish to cool; then
throw Iuto the syrap the juice of thoss you have
previously boiled, and let it boll till it Is nearly
a jelty ; throw in again the whole frult, and give
it a smart boil; then put it in your jurs hot, and
do not cover them till cold.
