Dr. Plumer contended in- hxe latters that any allu-
sion to the present iiatiotsl onflict would Be to in-
troduce politics into the pulpit;a thmg which he
never did and mever -would ‘do. "'He contended,
moreover, that .no number of vietories could ever
fodtore peave'to the country, but would: oply intén-
sifythe exasperat.ion of the vanquished arty, there-
fore he could not give thanks for victories’ in the
present war. . He alluded to the faet. that ‘there
