Rainwear fabrics may be
labeled “shower - resistant,”
“rain-resistant,”” or ‘heavy
rain-resistant.”” Thelma Bai-
erl, Penn State extension
clothing specialist, says that
water-repellent finishes offer
a lesscr deg-ec of rain: pro-
tection than waterproof gar-
ments which keep you dry
mm a heavy downpour. But
waterproof finishes coat the
fakric with a substance, such
as rubber resin, which coin-
pletely seals out both walcer
and air. This makes the gar-
ment somewhat uncomiori-
able in warm weather.
