Center

judging beginning at 1-30
pm Adult entires will be
taken up to 1-30 pm

The claa »s that are being

offered {or this show will be
the same as for the State
Farm Show and are as
follows:

Clags 1 - Wrapper B's —
Div. A — Long wrappers,
over 26 inches; Div. B —
Short wrappers, 26 (nches
and under.

Class 2 - Filler B's — Div.
A — Long fillers, over 26

inches; Dijv. B — Short
fillers, 28 inches and under.

Class 3 - Binder Type —
Div. A — Long binders, over
28 inches; Div. B — Short
binders, 26 inches and under.

Class 4 - 4-H Club Wrap-
pers — No length apecified.

Class §5-4-H Club Fillers —
No length specified.

Class 6 - FFA Wrappers —
C1 — No length specified.

Class 7 - FFA Fillers — C2
— No length specified.

A hand of tobacco shall
consist of 15 leaves, tied with
another tobacco leaf; select

leaves that are uniform in
size, color, texture and free
from insect, discase or
mechanical damage. The
Filler B types of tobacco are
usually heavier in texture
while the Wrapper B Is a
medium-weight leal,
chestnut-brown color with
good stretch. The Binders
should have a very thin, silky
leaf, light-chestnut color
with plenty of life and
stretch.

Both FFA and 4-H Club
members may also exhibit in
the open classes - 1, 2, or 3.

An exhibitor may enter only
ONE hand of tobacco in a
class.

All exhibits entered in the
County Show will be taken to
the State Farm Show unless
the exhibitor requests
otherwise. Growers not able
to bring their tobacco to the
County Show and desiring to
exhibit at the Farm Show,
may bring their exhibit to
the Farm and Home Center
by Friday, Janvary 3 and our
Extension Agents will see
that it gets to the Farm Show
Building.
