Mallinson says that if a
poultryman observes any of
these symptoms, he should
notify the diagnostic
laboratory. He emphasizes
that detection and quaran-
tining are highly important
in controlling the disease.

He points out that
the disease could turn up in
any flock and that avian
health authorities have no in-
tentions of putting an
economic squeeze on
anyone.
