NEW YORK, NY — A plan
whereby dairy farmers contribute
money for mulk promotion ac-
tivities of the American Dairy
Association and Dairy Council,
Inc., was again approved by
Thomas A. Wison, Market Ad-
munmstrator, New York-New Jersy
Milk Marketing Area. These milk
promotion activities include ad-
vertising, nutrition education,
publicity for dairy products,

marketing and product research,

and infornational services

promotion plans, and Penn-
