Phase 1

Thus is the carly lactation
period. lasting about 10 weeks.
During this time, the cow
usually cannot physically con-
sume cnough feed to support
her peak praduction. Multi-
phase dairy concentrate and

Phase 2

nutrient needs would cause
her milk production to drop
faster than the normal 10%
per month. The appropriate

minerals is an adequate diet.
Cows that are in poor body condition may need
additional grain ration to build body reserves.

To prepare the dry cow for her next lactation,
start feeding the milking ration two weeks before
calving Lead feedimg allows the dry cow to adjust
more ¢asily to high levels of grain consumption at
freshemung. Do uot exceed 1 percent of body weight
before calving.
