Also the Agriculture Department
would be ordered to observe a
number of new restritctions on the
way it handles farmland acquired
by the government in future
foreclosures of FmHA loans.
Among other provisions, USDA
would be forbidden to sell such
land if the sales would depress
local farmland values, and any
sales made would have to be — as
far as practicable — in family-size
units. Where the Secretary leases
or operates foreclosed land, he
would have to make leases on a
competitive bid basis, giving
priority in leases to former owners
of the land, family farmers and
beginning farmers.

Research
The research section includes a

committee

five-year extension of funding
authority for agricultural research
and extension programs, a number
of new research priority
guidelines, and a proposal to spur
development of export promotion
centers.
Food Assistance

The food programs section of the
bill extends the Food Stamp
Program for five years, improves
some program benefits, and
requires all states to set up special
employment and training
programs to help move jobless
stamp recipients into payrolls. The
bill also extends for two years,
through Fiscal 1987, the Tem-
porary Emergency Food |
Assistance Program authorizing |
distribution of government surplus
foods to the needy.
