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Swine Field Day Offers Production Tips

Following
registration, Penn State Extension
Swine Specialist Dr. Ken Kephart
updates carcass merit hog market-
ing systems, including the Hat-
field System which he helped
develop.

Dr. Kevin Cera, swine special-
ist from the University of Dela-
ware, provides pointers on how to
formulate the best performing
weanling rations for the least cost.
Dr. Rich Barczewski, University
of Delaware Extension agent, then
shows how to determine the actual
cost of grinding and mixing your
own swine feed.

Ficld day visitors may infor-
mally discuss specific production
questions with agents and special-

ists during the luncheon. Visitors
also may estimate the backfat
thickness and weights of a group
of hogs.

The afternoon session begins
with a demonstration of do-it-
yourself backfat probing. Then,
Dr. Tom Hartsock, University of
Maryland Extension swine spe-
cialist, discusses the potential
impact of the animal rights/animal
welfare movement on the swine
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industry. The field day ends with
group tours of Swine Facility
research projects.
