Production of com for grain is
forecast at 96.3 million bushels,
63 percent above last year’s
drought-crippled crop, PASS
reported. Harvested acreage
should total 860,000, down
50,000 from 1988, but average
yield is forecast at a record 112
bushels per acre.

Potato production is estimated
at 4.7 million hundredweight
(cwl), 28percent more than ayear
ago. Some 20,500 acres will be

harvested with an average yield of
230 cwL per acre.

Pennsylvania-type tobacco pro-
duction is forecast at 10.7 million
pounds, down 8 percent from
1988. Acres for harvest is set at
5,500, with an average yield of
1,950 pounds per acre.

Maryland-type tobacco output
should total 7.2 million pounds,
11 percent more than a year ago.
Acreage for harvest is set at 4,000
with an average yield of 1,800
pounds per acre expected, PASS
reported.

Nationally, production of com
for grain is forecast at 7.59 billion
bushels, up 54 percent from
drought-year 1988. Acres for
harvest should total 65.1 million
and expected yield is 116.6

bushels.
