UREA & BY-PASS PROTEIN
If protein costs are high, like they normally are, the value of
non-protein nitrogen in dairy rations becomes very attractive
to cost conscious dairymen. Concentrates containing urea
are being used profitably & efficiently by top dairymen with
herds producing in excess of 25,000 pounds of milk.
The lactation ration must provide a balance of nutrients to
the rumen microbes first and then provide by-pass nutrients.
If excess by-pass protein is in the ration, poor rumen fer-
mentation results & production suffers - particularly in high

producer rations with abnormally high fiber. Soluble protein
sources or urea must be added in these cases.
Urea complements rations high in rumen by-pass protein by
providing a source of ruminal ammonia needed for bacterial
growth and fiber digestion. This is of particular importance
when fat is added to the ration.
Urea works only in the rumen by helping multiply rumen
bacterial protein - much of which will by-pass the rumen
anyway.
