
Goddard Donates Awards
UNIVERSITY PARK (Centre

Co.) Dr. MauriceK. Goddard,
Penn State professor emeritus of
forestry and one of the pioneers of
environmental policy making in
Pennsylvania, has donated many
of his mostprestigious awards and
honors to Penn State’s School of
Forest Resources.

The awards are on display in a
cabinet made of Pennsylvania
hardwoods and housed in Fergu-
son Building on the University
Park campus.

“We are delighted to receive
and display these awards,” said
Dr. Alfred D. Sullivan, director of
ihe School of Forest Resources.
“It’s a perfect way to acknow-
ledge Dr. Goddard’s achieve-
ments and his dedication to both
Pennsylvania and Penn State and
it helps our students to appreciate
the man and his association with
our school.”

Goddard made invaluable con-
tributions to Pennsylvania’s fore-
sts and parks both as a Penn State

faculty member from 1935 to
1955, and as Secretary of the
Department of Environmental
Resources — formerly the Depart-
ment of Forests and Waters
from 1955 to 1979. He played a
key role in making Pennsylvania’s
state park system one ofthe best in
the nation, fulfilling his promise to
locate a state park within 25 miles
of every citizen of the
commonwealth.

As a result of his efforts, he has
been honored with awards ranging
from the Society of American
Foresters Gifford Pinchot Award

named after the former Pen-
nsylvania governor and pioneer-
ing forester to the first National
Governor’s Conference Outstand-
ing Public Service Award.
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To Penn State
‘The School ofForest Resour-

ces has been a vital part of my life
since 1935, and donating these
awards is a way to show my
appreciation,” Goddard said. “It’s
also a way to extend my apprecia-
tion to the people who made the
endowed professorship in my
name possible.”

The Maurice K. Goddard Chair
in Forestry and Conservation
Penn State’s second endowed
chair was established in 1984
to perpetuate Goddard’s philoso-
phy of conservation as an ethic
and a way of life. Dr. Arthur A.
Davis was the first Goddard of
professor offorestry. When he left
to head DER in 1987, Dr. Benja-
min A. Jayne assumed the
professorship.
