June 4, at Pittsburgh's downtown
Market Square.

Last year for the Pirates, Bell led
the team with sacrifice bunts, 64
percent of which led to a run. His
batting average for 1990 was .254
with 7 home runs and 52 runs bat-
ted in. And, the Pirates have found
Bell to be a reliable player at
shortstop — his 153 starts at
shortstop in 1990 were the most by
a Pirate since Dale Barre in 1983.

Bell has a carcer ficlding per-
centage of .966 and this percentage
has consistently increased for Bell
every year that he has been in the
majors. His major league batting
average is .246, including his
tenure with the Pirates and previ-
ously with the Cleveland Indians.

A Little Leaguer and participant
in Babe Ruth baseball, Bell has
had a consistent interest in the
well-being of young people. His
support of the dairy industry and
dairy products stems from this
interest in young people.
