Specific services to be per-
formed by ASA include:

« Calculation of age-adjusted
birth, weaning, and yearlmg
weights.

» Herd summaries by sire for
each breeder.

» A breed-wide sire evalhation
for Simmental and Simbrah cattle
through affiliation with the Animal
Breeding Group at Cornell Univer-
sity, Ithaca, N.Y.

« Identification of outstanding
cows through a cow awards prog-
ram and listing of the cow’s

progeny.,
