Annual state funding has
remained atSI.S million since fis-
calyear UBB-89, while needs for
technical assistance have
increased at the local level. In
order for districts to “catch up"
with current needs in manpower
and accounting for inflation rates
of the last several years, the dis-
tricts are requesting an appropria-
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tion of $2.59 million for district
core programs.
For 1993-1994, Governor

Casey is proposing a $1.75million
funding level. With an average of
4.5 persons per office in 66 dis-
tricts, this $250,000 increase
would amount to only $3,787 total
increase per office over the last
seven years.

The districts alsorecommended
that Senate Bill 351 be brought
forth as a major legislative initia-
tive for 1994.The bill proposes to
