Included is a special section on
party planning, which includes
diagrams of napkin folding, buffet
settings, and six easy steps tomake
a perfectpie. Guides include freez-
ing, herb usage, diets, calories,
first aid, and cooking charts. Sug-
gested Bible passages are listed for
those who are discouraged, anxi-
ous, tempted, or facing numerous
other dilemmas.

The recipes were collected and
sent to the publishing company in
October 1993. After the galleries
were printed, the cookbook com-
mittee proofread the recipes. In
addition to Marty, the committee
responsible for the cookbook
included Bev Hosier, Carole Zei-
glcr, and Twila Rohrer.
