Fresh Greenery, Heirlooms Set Festive Holiday Table
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• Place wedges of assorted
cheese on fresh lemon or grape
leaves. Accompany with clusters of
grapes, apple slices and chutney.

• Weave holiday ribbons
through a grapevine wreath and
nestle a favorite holiday cake,
such as buttery cranberry pound
cake, in the center.

• Warm up guests witha mug of
hot mulled cider. Float clove-
spiked apples in a large earthen-
ware bowl orcrock filled with the
warm cider.

• For a touch of spice, sprinkle
sweetened whipped cream with
ground cinnamon, nutmeg or all-
spice—a great topper for eggnog,
hot chocolate or coffee.

• Cover boxes or cof-
fee cans with decorative
paper or twine and line
with colored tissue, cel-
lophane or foil. Tuck
favorite butter cookies
inside and tie with a
pretty plaid ribbon.

• Decorate a tree with
edible ornaments. When
baking cut-out cookies,
poke a hole near the top
with a drinking straw.
Bake and decorate as
desired. Thread a nar-
row ribbon through the
hole and tie a knot at the
end.

• No time to frost a
single layer cake or
brownies? Place a doily
on top of the cake.
Sprinkle confectioners’
sugar over the top and
carefully remove the
doily to reveal the pat-
tern.

• A large, buttery
shortbread cookie can
become the centerpiece
for a holiday dessert
table. Bake dough in a
round cake pan, cool
and place on a decorat-
ed round plate. Tie a
ribbon around plate for
a festive look.

• Make a simple but-
tercream frosting and
spread between two
butter cookigs to form a
sandwich cookie. If
desired, roll edges in
finely chopped nuts,
grated semi-sweet choc-
olate or colored sugar.

• Quick Butter-
cream—Combine 2
cups confectioners ’
sugar and 3 table-
spoons softened butter.
Add milk or cream, I
tablespoon at a time, to
reach desired consis-
tency for spreading or
glazing. Stir in extract
and/orfood coloring, if
desired.
