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If you have visited Franklin Feed and Supply near
Chambersburg lately, you know the company has just
enlarged the facilities at the feed mill to accommodate the
growing business with an additional 800 square feet of
office and show room space.

This latest expansion continues the progression that
started in 1965 when a group of local farmers and
businesspersons purchased Walker Bros. to continue the
Purina dealership in the area. In 1974, the business was
moved from Hood Street to its present location along
route 11 at 1977 Philadelphia Ave.

In 1987, the two major enterprises were divided into the
pet and hardware retail store at the front of the property
and the feed mill and farm service area to the rear.

Today, 80 stockholders form the backbone of the
growing business. Sam Miller is general manager and
John Nimmon and John Sempowski are the farm
consultants.

Of course, custom formulated dairy rations using Purina
high performance concentrates are a specialty. Servicing a
35 mile wide area, the mill has a 294,000 bin capacity to
handle grain storage.

The two farm consultants handle on-farm ration
formulation and 28 employees with 10 trucks work to make
good service a major part of what they offer to customers.

Another trademark of the business is the personal touch.
