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identified as sources of odors. In
fact, scientists have identified as
many as 100 differrentcompounds
associated with the degradation of
manure.

“So it’s a very complex, scien-
tific issue as weU as a psychologi-
cal issue a perception issue,’ ’

said Williams.
It is the specific interactions of

the compounds as a result of the
breakdown of manure that create
the odor. These all react in unique
ways. And the perceptions and
impact ofthe specific odors differ
from individual to individual.

“The human nose is very sensi-
tive.’’ he said. “It’s been shown
that as few as eight molecules of
some of the compoundsthat make
up agricultural odor will be judged
offensive by a human.’’
