rates significantly, to almost nor-
mal rates, even during hot summer
months. In addition, cows supple-
mented with carotene for more
than 90 days had higher preg-
nancy rates and much-increased
daily milk production.

It was concluded that timed A L
can reduce the deleterious effects
of heat stress on reproductive
function of dairy cows. Also, sup-
plementation with beta-carotene

also were given 8 micrograms
GnRH gonadotropin about 50
days after calving, plus 25 milli-
gram prostaglandin 7 days later,
plus 8 microgram GnRH gonado-
tropin 2 days after that. On the fol-
lowing day, timed A.l proceeded
— in all, 10 days after the initial
hormone injection.
