Fallure of the Enroponn Conlerencs

as the Boropesn equilibrinm should not be
proken. In fhact, we could only think of an
estension of our rronilors in ease of the map ol

inrope being modiled tor the exclusive benriit
of & great power, and also in the cose of the
frontler provinces usking by thelr votes, Ireely
g);pr.-a-ml. 1o be annesed to -'ITIHH‘I:. Excluding
such circomstances, | think i wore woriby of
our couniry to prefer Lo acqguisitions ol territory
the preciois ad v intage of hving on ool termy
with our peighbors, while respecting therr indos
pendence and thelr nationatity, _

YAnimated by these sentiments, and having
only in view the maintensne « of peaey, 1T male
an 'up;u_-u.l to “n-;ilu tud England to adidress
words of concilintion to the parties Interested,
The accord establi-hed between the neutral
powers will yet remnin in itecll » pledge ror
the sequrity ol Europe. They proved tavie hign
impartiality in taking the resolution to coufine
the discussion in the conterence to ponding
questions,  In order to rolve these quedtions, 1
belteve they must be fraukly me!, strippod of
the diplomnile veil which covered them, and
tuking into serious consmderation the legitimate
desires of rovercigns nul peoples.

“The present conflict hes three canses—the
geographical situation of Prussin being ill de-
fined; the wishes ol Germany demanding a poli-
tieal recoustitution more countormable to its
genernl necessitios; the necessily tor Iialy to
sspume (s notional independence, The neutral
powers could not desire to mix themselves up in
the tuternal oflnirs of other countries, Never
theless, the courts which participated In the
eonstituent acts of the Gormanie Conlederalion
had the right to examine whether the changes
culied for were not of 4 nature to compromise
the established order of Europe. A= [ar us con-
corns ourselves, we should have desired for the
secondary States of the Contederation a more
intimate union, & more powerful orimnization,
& more important purt to play; for Prossia, more
homogeneity and strength in the north: for
Austria, the muntenance of her great position
in Germany. We should moreover have beon
glad to see Austrin cede Venmee to Ttaly for sn
equitable compensution; lor since, in conecert
with Prossia, and muking no sccount of the
treaty of 1852, she made war upon Denmark in
the name of German naliooality, It appeared to
me just that she should recognize the sume prin-
ciple in Ialy by completing the indepondence
o! the penin=ula,

“Buch ave the ideas which in the interest ol
the repose of Europe we should have endea-
vored 1o advanee,  To-day iti= to be feared that
the Iate of artas can slone decide the gquesiions,
In the face ol these eventualities, whaf'is the at-
titude of France ? Should we manitest our dis-
Ple:mlrn becanse Germeny tinds the treaties of

Bl6 impolent 1o satigly her national tendencies
and maintain her tranquillity ?  In the war
which is on the point of hreaking out we have
but two interests, the maintenance of the work
to which we bave contributed in Italy.,

“But is not the moral force of France snffi-
cient for the protection ol these two interests?
Will ghe be ugllged to draw the sword to make
her voice heard? 1 thiuk not. If, notwithstand-
Ing our efforis, the hopes of peace be not rea-
lized, we bave at least the pssurance, from the
declurations made by the Courts engaged in the
conflict, that, whatever be the resulte of the
war, none of the questions in which we are In-
terested will be settled without the concurrence
ol France, Lot us maintain, then, & watehful
noutrality, and, gtrong in our disintercstedness,
animated by the sincere desire to see the nutions
of Europe lorget thelr guarrels and unite for
the wdvancement of civilization, liberty, and
progress, let us wait, confident in our right and
calm in our strength.
