A pood number are believed to have realized

In this
spirit ol progress, u ta-r- tor "coacbin.ii" pur-
suits bus recently tiiAui'csted itselt' among tne
comniunit.v, anil the Jlo'itroliau Jehu may be
seen hunciiUt the ribbons with the skill and
sang iroid ol bis pi erieccssoi, the Canadian, or
lilue. Nose, who bo sll bis lour-i- u baud through
the immense iorei-t- s and along the. up country
linesc route iuaccpssiole by rail. Sitne have
valuable horse teams, transporting goods Irom
the metropolis to tue diggiutrs, or conveying
then less lortunate brethri ii across country to
some seductive localry. Others rgtiiu are to be
seen in stores Blocked with ull kiuds nf
Oriental and colonial merchandise, or per-
haps superintending some thirty or forty
of their coun'rymen in a mining venture
on the deep leads of Ball trat, or cutting
through tne old Hats and gullies of Mount
Alexander, the alluvium of which, to a
considerable depth, they put through steam
and horse machinery Most of the

traders are supplied by Chinese mer-
chants in town, many ot whom nre also ship-
owners, and innort large stocks trom the East-
ern markets. One ol the largesi ot the3e is the
firm of "Koni; Meng & Co.," whose house has
been about e'even years. Li' tie
Hourke Etieet is the principal quarter of the
Chinese in Meloourne. lleru also u situated the
"Chinese Ex;hauee," which was established
chiefly lor the commercial intercourse of the
traders ot the Sam Yuo district, near Can'on,
who number between four and five hundred.
Some again display their skill in 1 el n anufac-lure- s

ad in the ons'ruct.on ot numerous fancy
articles. A large proportion have devo'ed at-

tention both to acrrlciillure and gardenmg; and
in the latter pursuit their skill ul culture, pa-

tience, and close econotnyfhave uiven the n a
monopoly ol the maiket the greater part of the
numeious mining ton- - hips beintr almost exclu-Bivrl- y

supplied by "Chinese vegetable mer-
chants.''

THE INTERPRETERS.
The interpreter is a Person of considerable

importance on the goll tit-Id- Hnudsomelv re-
munerated, and holding a recognized official
position, the srylishlv attiivd, Anelicized Mon-
gol directs his aggrieved countryman with
phlegmatic order and complaceucy.
ot the litie-iuii- confidence, he is enabled to in-
troduce a client to his luwyer (with whom it
oltcn liappens that an entente cordia'e is esta-
blished), and John Chinaman may be seen witi
bis "boss'' ahead, tigunng at court, and sup-
ported oy an array ot tail testimony, prosecuting
bis clnim with the assurance ot a man consoious
ol the justice of his cause. lie gravely takes his
oath by blowing out a caudle, smasoing a plate,
or cuttius off a cock's head, whichever process
is the most binding on his conscience Tlio in-
terpreter, ho ever, has virtually the disposition
ot the case in his own bands, and sometimes
sacrifices his eiiplover's interests to his own,
perverting und altering; the true purport of the
evidence to the court, so that John retires van-
quished and crestfallen, wondenn? at th injus-
tice ot the I3riti-- h law, and dtsjiisteJ. with the
stupidity ot tho English barbarian.

The numerical strength of the Chinese in
Victoria may be stated at one-fourt- of the total
miuiug population. Tbe'r immigration into the
colony commenced in 1860, and by the following
year about two thousand had settled there.
This number, during tho next three years,
increased to thirty thousand; in 185s thuir
numbers throughout the year areraged thirtv-flv- e

ti ouand; in 185!, fortv-tw- o thousand; and
in 18CU they again lell to thlrty-tlv- e thousand;
but the several attractions of Lambing Flat and
Burrandoug, m New South Wales, drew away
ten or eleven thousand during this and the
following years, leaving the population through-
out the paht three years, in round numbers, at
twenty-lou- r thousand.
