ernmont; the ot'wr ls a consolidation, and pn
extreme of despotle power, The ndvocptes ol
the Iattor are nlso the enemies of the Union
and of our constitutional form of government.”

This Is a subterfuge, The only reduction
of Btates to a condition of “depandency upon
the Federal head” that hias Lsen made by any
body was made by President Johnson
himself, when he overthrew the Southern
State Governments at the close of the war,
kickod their Governors, Judges, and Legisla-
tures out of office, and placed thelr people
under. the absolute rule of the military
poOWeL,

The simple question that now remains is,
whether the pretended State Governments
which Mr., Johnson has goltten up to NIl the
places of the old ones that he o verthrew, nre
valid and constitutional ?

Why do not the President and his friends
meat this question fairly and boldly? Wby
do they pettifog it and try to lug in false
Issues? I the theory that they are now pre-
tending to act uwpon be correct, then the
right/ul State Governments at the South are
the ones which Mr. Johnson overthrew at the
close of the war, and the present conlrivances
called State Governments, gotten up by the
President are mera usurpa-
tions,

The truth is that Mr, Jolinson starled out
on this business of reconstruction upon the
radical theory that the rightful State Gov-
ernments of the Rebel States had beon dis-
solved by the Rebelilon, and that those com-
munities were wishout ang lawful civil gov-
ernment whatever. In accordance with this
theory, he overthrew the State Governments
that were then in existence in the South—
State Governments that had come down by
regular unbroken succession from the old
Governments under which they had severally
been admitted to the Unionj State Govern-
monts that had remained intact and io fall
and undisputed operation throughout the
whole war; State Governments that were the
undoubted choice of the people; State Gov-
ernments (hat had ceased all rebellious
action, and were ready and anxious to re-
sume their old relagdons with the Union:
State Governments, in short, that, acecording
to the consgervative theory, were valid and
conslitutional, and entifled to Federal pro-
tection,

and bis azents,

Having thus abolished the Sounthern State
Governments and rednead the Southern com-
munities to a condition fur below that of Ter-
ritories, a condition of total anarchy, except
for the rale of the Provost Marshal and the
military commandant, Mr. Johnson paused-
And here let us pause, and press home upon
Mr. Johaoson and his apologists the utter,
rre¢oneilable idconsistency of their present
position with bis action at that time. It
their present theory be correct, tien the
ovorthrow of these State organizations was
the most sweeping and comprehensive mea-
sure of usurpation ever attempted in this
Government, and Mr. Johnson should be in-
stantly impeached tfor it. In his own lan-
guage, it was “an extreme of deapoiic power.”
How monsirously Inconsistent for the Presi-
dent now to hold up his hands in simulated
horror over the destruction of State Govern-
ments! Il his own theory be correct, the
Governments he has cooked up at the South
should be instantly overthrown, and the old,
rightful governments be restored, There is
not a wvalid Gove nment in noy Southern
State. They are all the frult of revolution.
Governor Worth aud his Legislature, in
North Carolina, should retire to private lile,
and Governor Vaoce aund his Logllature
should be restored to their old positions.
Governor Orr should vacate in South Caro-
lina and give place to Pickens; and so In
every Southern State, The States should be
restored to the gfatus they had when Mr. Joho-
fon's unconstitational and revolationary inter-
ference began. Was there ever an example
of anengineer more thoroughly hoisted by
his own petard ?

But it may be thought that if, aceo rding to
the conservative theory, Mr. Johnson’s Siwute
Governments are illegal aud revolutionary,
then, according to the radical theory, they
are valld and rightful, Not at all, The
radical theory is that Mr, Johuson did right
n overthrowing the old State Govern-
ments of the Hdouth, because they
were no longer Governments in the Union,
but were  Bebel Governments hostile to
the Union. This was Executive work
as head of the army engaged in patting
down the Rebellipn, But here Mr. Jounson’s
rightful funetions ceased. The formation of
State Governmenls to succeed these over-
thrown Rebel Governments was no part of
his business, It w # necessarily leglslalioe,
roquicing rules and regulations, laws, which
only Congress could rightfully and legally
cnset. Everytting, therefore, that Mr.
Johnson did subsequent to this point was
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{ unconstitutional and invalld, His so-called
State Governments are in the eye of the law no
Governnents at all. They are mere Exocutive
croations, which are exercising usurped au-
thority. They must be replaced by some-
thing which has validity, somsthing which
gprings nol from rovolution but from law
How vain for the President to pretend
to legality or regilarity for thesa croations
of his, wh'ch are the mere: product ol
revolution! Show us any law for the exisf-
ence of the present State Government in

North Oarolina. It did not grow out of the
old State Government of North Carolina by
legal and constitut'onal succession, for under
that old Government, Vence is to-day the
rightful Governor of the State, and Worth is
a usurper. It did not grow out of any law
of Congress, for Congress has nadsed no law
for the creation of a Siats Govirnment in
North Carolina. It oxists, therefore, without
law. in Jeflance of law, and purely as the frait
of violence and usurpation.

Upon elther theory, therefore—conserva-
tive or radical—the so-called State Govern-
ments ereated by Exocutive usurpation in the
late Rebel States are fllegal.  According to
the conservative theory, the old Rebel State
Governments are still the rightful and con-
stitutional Governments of those States: ac-
cording to the radical theory, there are no
valld Governments there, and it Is the daty
of Congress to provide tor their erection.

Some Sugzgestions to the Naval Committee,
Hox, A, H. Rice, Hon, Augustus Brandagee,
and Hon, W. A, Darling constitute a sub-
Commitiee to Investigate the security of
League Island as a naval station.

'Lhe trinl by jury, as scen to-day
in auy of our couits, is an utter and entire
fallare. It is not a trial of a gentleman by
fus peers, The men who, as a general rule,
sit on a Quarier Sessions jury uve the peers
of no man of intelligence; and their verdicts
are] eitter influenced by ignorance, or
by means unknown to any but them-
gelves, The justice of a case, or the charge
of the judge, nor yet the instructions of thut
officer, cannot be considered us the lepst
assurance that the verdict will follow either
the dictates of law or reason. We have again
and again reiterated these views, and within
the last few days two cases have occurred to
strengthen our conviction that the system of
talal by jury is fur inferior to the decision
of the case by an impartial judge.

The most glaring case lately falling under
our notice Is that of a Danlel Gunkle, The
facts are few. In 18062 Mr. Gunkle came to
the Corn Exchange A:sociation, of which he
was & member, and by his conduact and
his sentiments insulted the gentl:men pre-
sent. ‘The Association—wisely, as Juostice
Btrong declared in bis churgo—turned Mr.

With such a case of stupldity, before
us, we caonot but condemn the trial
by our peers, A similar case ocourred
but three days sinee.  Our readers may have
noticed It. A muan was detected in the act of
recelving stolen paper from two boys, The
paper was found in his possession, and all tha
evidence conclusively proved complicity in
the theit,
and the jury, with its usual wisdom, acquitted
the man. The District Attorney ventlinted
his views on thelr nction, and the Judge re-
fused to discharge the prisoner,

Thus within the present week has our own
city afforded two instances of the utter unre-
linbility of jury trials, A reform is needed.
Erthor let gensible and disinterested men only
be placed in the jury-box, or else let the deci-
sion of the case be loft to a learned and im-
partial judiclary. If we were on trial, we
would far rather Jet the judges than the jury
decide the case according to the teachings of
law. ‘Ihe impartinlity of jury trials is gone
by, A juryman is not a professional; and
and whoet was ficst the safeguard of liberty
has depenerated into the ignorant decisions
of mon calling themselves “peers” of their
superiors,
