A very good performance of Oonno.'a opera

of fau( w8 alveu on Hatarday evening, and
it Is worthy of remark that tbe UeruaanM, what-
ever comparisons may be made ns to their
vocal accomplishment, are Infinitely better
actors ttian the 1'nlUna. Jhe Italian opera Is
too often a mere maiter ot lunga, but the Oer
man opera generally ba brtlns la It aa well.
If Blugltjg were all ibat we attend the opera
lor, a concert performance, It seems to us, would
answer aa well. If not better; but In
tbe opera we have a right to expeot dramatlo as
well as vocal effects, and it will be unsatisfac-
tory If tbe artists are not aotora aa well as
singera. Good operatlo aotiog la not ao oommon
but that we are glad to see It, even if It should
be a trifle overdone; and 11 is al ways a pleasure
for us to bear and see such performers as
Madame Rotter and Uerren Habelmann and
Hermanns, not merely on account of tnelr
trills and quavers and Intricacies of vocaliza-
tion, but because Ibey endeavor to express all
that there Is In the music as an Illustration of
the characters and theme of the drama.

Madame Rotter Is not the best singer that has
appeered In I he roie of "Margaret" during the
pant two or time seasons, although ber vocal
i Sorts on Saturday entitle her to hearty u;

but her perlormance, as a whole,
whs lu a high degree artistic. We might take
exception to her noting, that It was at times too
energetic; but then she really did act, did ex
press, with fidelity and Intelligence, what there
was In tbe character of "Margaret," and, like
tbe "Met hltopbeles"of Hermanns, her person-
ation was not M udied merely, from the soore- -

book, but from Goethe. Hermanns' "MepQls-lop- l
eles" was great, of course. This part he has

mt.de his own, and In ll he la unapproachable.
While ackuowltdlug the truth of the com
monly arued cbjuoUou to Hermanns that he
curries "MephUtopheles" Into everything he
does, we would not have him leis
perfect In this lor tbe sake of a possible lm.
provemtntln other roif Habelmann'a "Faust''
wuRgood, and Wllbelm F rmes appeared to
advuulage aa "Valentine." His dying soene
was fluely done, allhouga we did wonder when
he wuh goli g It make the last gasp. But, as
we before ri marked, a little too muoh acting
cau ba excused in an operatic performance.
when the singers know what they are about'
und are evidently doing tnelr best. Madame
Cellini, who undertook the part of "Slebel," was
lather overshadowed by lha Gorman singers.
Borne passages she executed creditably'
allhongh her vocalization waa rather uncertain,
and she acted not at all.

In many instances tbat which cannot be well
done bad best not be attempted. In the case
under consideration this remark will apply to
tbe tableau representing the apotheosis o
"Maigaret," with which the opera of Faus
concludes. The dirty -- looking clouds painted
on tbe back or a flat, with all the framework in
sight, aie not calculated to leave a favorable
imprtBtlon on the minds of an Intelligent au
oience at the conclusion of a performance
Bnch a shabby affair as the tableau exhibited
on fcaturday night would bring discredit
on a third-clas- s theatre, aud It was
dlegracelul at such an establishment as the
Academy of Music. We have also to take ex
ception to the dungeon scenes exhibited last
week. In Jl Trovatore and Vidclio the fiats set
for tbe dungeons were' painted to represent the
corridors of a castle with a court-yar- d attached.
where tbe prisoners might step out aid get the
fiei--h air whenever they ft.lt Inclined; and In
ITtiust we were treated with tbe upeotaole of
"Margaret" Immured In a dlsmal-lookln- g

place enough, but with a gallery adjolulng It
wbere she could xofim at ber own sweet
will, with no one to interfere In case ahe
should conclude to climb over tha railing and
tukke her escape.

We bave no disposition to be hypercritical,
but such matters us tnese are not trivial or
unimportant. As we have more than ouoa
remarked, the success of tbe Opera liouffe was
In a great measure due to the care and good
luste displayed lu putting tbe pieces on tbe
stage. Every detail or hceuery, costume, and
appt'iulment was attended to; aud the mana"
gers of the grand opera might take a number o
hints from these much abused burlesques
which would be of advantage to Ihemselvea and
the public.

A rcpos of matters to be raeoded, tbe follow-
ing, from tbe Prtxtot thla morning, ao entirely
coincides with our own Ideas, tbat we quote It
at length In preference to giving remarks of
our own:
