ful Shipwrecks oun the Ntetson House
Noar llﬂwhp—f\ trow Frozen to Denih.

Wednesdny's storm, though ehort, was ter-
rific. It began about daybreak, raged for several
hours with undiminisbed strength, and died
nwny a8 puddenly s It had arlsen at about 830
A.M. At Long Branch the beach in front of
the famous Btetson House was the scene of
thrilling interest. Several vessels intending to
make Sandy Hook, which 18 about seven miles
from Long Branch, were suddenly eaught by the
gale, which blew with tremendous violence right
on the land. A large schooner from ortland,
which was thus cornered, was watched impa-
tiently from the ghore. The wind carrying away
her gaff and foretopsall, the eaptaln seemed to
realize the impossibility of rounding the point,
g0 he turncd her bow stralght for the beach,
and steered her right on shore in front of the
Stetson House, the scene of so much summer
gayety., The surf was thundering on the beach
in three gerricd lines, the foam-topped

WALL OF WATER
rearing iteelf to a height of at least eighteen
feet. The ginnt waves broke over the stranded
veseel, and the men were In lmminent danger of
freezing to denth. When, howeyer, the storm
subsided, the drenched men were carried to a
hospitable farm house, whoere they were fully
restored. The vessel was from Kingston,
Jamaiea, bonnd for New York, and was loaded
with coffee and logwood. The ecargo is all
sound, and the hull is uninjured; bat is buried
gix feet in the sand. Mr, Green, the wrecking
master, 18 in temporary charge.

Apother schooner wenl ashore near the old
Ocean House. The captain, finding that he
could not weather the Hook, resolved to auchor,
but, such was the fury of the combined winds
and waves that he was dragred broadside on
the beach, and there the vessel grounded, the
waves

WASHING OVER HER IN VAST SIIEETS,
and breaking her to pieces. Bhe was laden with
cordwood, whiclh drifted ashore in immense
quantities, and lines the beach. Her crew of
six men were all lost. They were seen endea-
voring to get out a boat, but it was swamped
and stove against the side of the vessel, its frag-
ments drifting to the shore. The men became
frozen, and their lifeless bodies were seen
washing about among the debris and wreck of
the vessel. One man climbed the rigging to
escape the furious pelting of the waves, but he
was drenchied with torrents of sprn{. and be-
came stiffencd like a wooden block. Hiw frozen
fingers were broken from their grasp, and the
inanimate mass of icy humanity would have
fallen on deck, but bis foot was caught in the
rigging, suspending him hesd downward, As
the shirleking demons of the storm hurled the
unconsclous body to and fro, a broken spur,
riding on the angry tide,

SNAPPED THE HEAD FPROM THE TRUNK,
and it fell into the swash on the iee side of the
doomed vessel, and drifting with the waves, it
was seemingly made u plaything by the surf,
bounding backwards and forwards between the
triple lines of fonm. The captain was a New
Yorker named Daniel Anderson; there were also
two other New Yorkers in the ecrew, Uaptuin
Chambers, and a man nicknamed Doamb Bill,
The mate was German., The vessels' name was
James H. Hoyt.

Two Murderers te be Huang Todav In Huds
wouy N. Y.—~Detntls ot thele Crimes.

This i= the duy appointed for the execution of
theprisoners Burdick and Niekols, at Hudson, N.
Y. We append a short account of the crimes
for which they were convicted: —

The court was held by George Barker, at the
Court House In Little Valley, commencin
Janoary 24, The first culprit on trinl was Danle
C. Burdick for theshooting of H, H. Baker
(colored), October 2 of last year, here in our
village. The ‘mrl.iculnra are briefly these:—
Baker, with his wife, bad been spending the
night previous with some fricads, and ou re-
turning bome about four o'clock A. M. saw
Burdick with n small eart golog towards his
home. Baker followed bim uecarly to Bardick's
house, when both returned to the place where
firet seen, turned a coruer beyond, when Bur-
dick fired. Baler lived about forty minutes and
died, leaving o wife and two small ehtldren.
The trinl lasted two days, conducted by
M. T. Jeokins, District Attorney for
the people, and J. B, Jewell, of Little
Valley, for ihe prisoner, Numerous wit-
nesses were sworn, proving Burdick's previous
threats ‘‘to fix him," also Baker's dylng declara-
tion, and the case was very strong against him,
His own statement woas admitted —that the
ghooting was doue in scli-defonse—but portions
of it were disproved, and his testimony was
impeached. s wifc and two small children
were in court during the trial, and while stating
his own caso a little one was sitting upon bis
knee. After strong and eluguent ont‘i.lng, on
the one gide for mercy aud on the other for
justice, his Honor gave the case to the jury ia
an able cnarge. Afer bsiig out two hours
they rendered a verdict of guilty of murder in

the first degree, Tlis seutence was to be hong
on Friday, March 18, His counsel have since
filed o bill ufdcxceptl.lm:la, but with what result
has not been determined,

The other case was that of Theodore Nicklos,
for the murder of Dr. Andrew Mead on the even-
ing of December 18, in the village of Allegheny,
four miles west of this place. The doctor was
an eccentrie old bachelor of nearly eighty years
of nge, who had abandoned practice, and was
doing o small grocery trade in a building which
he occuplied as both store and dwelling. On the
evening in question his grospe attracted the at-
tentlon of his rml;ihbon. who found his door
locked, and, after forcing an entravce, he was
found in a chair, his face, head, and hands
covered with wounds. Everything was dono
that could be done for him, but he died about
four hours aftor belng found, which was at half-

were gone, and had he left the latier, doubl e &
the vil nin would have escaped. For three woo 8
the best efforts of detecuives, noighbors, «na
fricuds fulled to reveal sny light on the dariog
nnd bloody deed.

W. W. Martin sworn—I_reside on the south-
cost corner of Sixth and Heory streets, in this
city: am 87 yenrs old; am a carpenter and
bullder; . at about half-ppst one o'clock this
morning, 16th March, my wife awoke me and
gald hm;Flnns were working at theeouth window;
I réplied, *'I gness not;” after n short time she
seized my arin and =ald, “‘There are cerfainly
burglars at the window:" I raised myeelf up sod
heard them on the porch working st the bilnd; L
started 1o go out; my wife calied e back to
get my revolver; after obtaloing it 1 went to
n door opening on the porch; had my
revolver in my right hand; slid the bolt with my
left band, and snddenly stepped upon the porch:
I saw a man ot the window, about five fect from
me; he bad the blind open, and was stooplog
down attempting to ruise the window. He
Jjumped off the poreh south and ran east; 1 called
1o him, and as he did not heed it, 1 snapped my
revolver, which falled to discharge; he ran Into
# close place, and torned and ran towards me,
when 1 fired my revolyer; 1 ealled to him again;
he did not stop, but turned north; I fired again,
he ran perhaps twenty fect nud fell.

When be ron townrds me 1 thought he was
comling for me; it was not a dark nlght; be had
a good chance at me and I at bim; I supposed
he had an aceomplice, perhaps in the house. |
enlled my neighbor, Charles Schafer. Schafer
brought two men with him; I did not go near
the wounded man, but sent blankets to him by
Mr. Challacomb; the man fell in Sixth street. A
yeur ago my provisions were stolen from my
cellar, and some six montha since T was robbed
on the same premises of elothing,

THE VERDICT,

The Coroner's jury returned a verdiet in
necordanee with the sworn testimony, exculpa-
ting Mr. Martio from blnme.

DURGLARIES
have been alarmingly frequent here daring the
last two years, and twice within the last year
Mr. Murtin's premises have been invaded and
robbed, Some four or five years since a burglar
wns Killed under similar eircumstances by John
Challncomb ot his resldence one block below
Mr. Martin's, on the same street, and for two
years we had exemption from these pests. We
hope for similar résults from this occurrence.

MIl, MARTIN
is n prominent eitizen, o worthy man, & member
of our City Council, and he has the sympathy of
our citizens 1 baviog been made the unex-
pected and unwilling agent in shedding the
tlood of a fellow being, and their congratula-
tlos for having rid society of a public enemy.

NITRO-GLYCERINE SLAUGHTER.

Explosion Near Ridgefield, N. J.- A Fuctory
Demolished—Four Lives wle

A little hamlet known as Litule Ferry Farm,
located upon the Hackensack river, about a mile
from Ridgefield, in Burﬁau county, was yester-
day the scene of a terrible explosion. Upon one
bank of the river at that place stands Tal, I
Shaffner’s nitro-glycerine factory. It is a long,
low bullding of brick, one story in height,
nestled in among several lttle hills, Several
men have been engaged In the place in some
capacity or other, and most of them were nt
work there yesterday. A few were absent from
their pluces, either witnessing or participating
in the celebration of 8Bi. Patnick's Day.

A large quoantity of the explosive material
made at the factory was to have been shipped
from there vesterday, and a number of men
bosled themselves In removing it from the
storing-rooms In the factory to a sloop lying at
w wharl near by, which was to carry it away,
The material was packed in bags, and so packed
was thrown over the bneks of workingmen and
borne to the vessel. According to oue account,
one of these men, less cautious than the rest,
while earrying a bag upon his shoulder lost his
hold upon it. It fell and exploded, and the ex-
plosion started a second explosion more terrible
than the first. The bulk of the material stored
In the building exploded.

The counsequences are beyond deseription.
The bullding lav » mass of roins, seatiered for
rods around. bricks and mortar were hurled in
every direction. Rafters, broken in pleces,
were scattered everf'whurc. The boller, broken
in some places and lndented in others, lay many
feet from the spot where it had once stood.,
Nothing but the chimney of the factory re-
mained intact, The explosion was heard for
miles around, and its foree broke the windows
of louses s mile distant upon the neighboriog
hills, Frightened by the nolse and the shock
which the explosion oceasloned, people rushed
from their houses to lind out what had occurred,
and when told, repaired to the spot to see the
ruins,

My, 8haffper, the owner of the materials in
the bullding, estimaxes hiz loss at §75,000, and
suys It Is not covered by losurance. He statos
that the explosion was coused by the iswunda-
tlon reaching the high grade of acids required
in manufacturing nitro-glycerine, the combus-
tion of which led to that of the nitro-glycerine,
of which there were 7000 pounds on hand., But
the loss of rroperty was not the only loss sus-
tained by the catastrophe. Pour llves were snerl-
ficed 1o the carelessness of the incautious work-
man. The bodies of these unfartunate men were
toru limb from limb, and scattered like the
mason work all over. High up in the air one
was thrown, and it descended into the river,
Une of the legs of one man was found lying 200
feet distant from the scencof the catastrophe,
Many of those who were not killed were more
or less Injured. One was struck npon the head
by a flylog brick-bat and severely cut and
brulsed. Another sustuined a fraecture of the

leg.

The sloop iteelf, consldering the amount of
damage elsewhere, escaped comparatively un-
harmed. Her mast was broken olf, but beyond
that she suffered little or no lojury,
