3 1.U h DANGER TO FEANCE A MINISTERIAL CRISIS
RESIGNATION OF OLLIV1ER AND THE ENTIRE

MINISTRY THE EMI EI'.OR DESPERATE PARTI-
CULARS OP THE RATTLE OF WOERTH.

Paris, Aug. Evening. The session of
the Corps Legislatif opened at 2 P. M., ML

tschneider prebiding. As soon as the formali-
ties of the opening were ovef, M. Ollivier ad-

dressed the house as follows:
"Messieurs: The Emperor, in his procla-

mation, told you if circumstances should
prove unfavorable that the Empress would
call you to her end we Lave waited until the
situation was compromised before calling
you." (Interruptions.)

M. Favre exclaimed, "This is too auda-
cious."

M. Ollivier continued: "We will call you
r.t the tirtit sign of trouble. Some of our
troops have met with reverses, but the
greater portion remain nnvanquished. Our
citadels, oar natural defenses, and our muni-
tions are great. Yv'e ask you to aid us in

the National Guard."
Deputy Tiere All sacrifices without yon.
M. Ollivier responded: "We are all pre-

pared. We can arm 4 r0,000 men. Paris and
the departments which are threatened are in
h Hate of siege. Prussia hopes to add to
I er own advantages by our internal troubles,
tut her expectation will not be realized.
We Khali defend ourselves. Order is safety.

"Now, Messieurs, one word. It were
at such a time to dwell upon per-

sonalities. Accuse us; doubt u. We shall
tot answer, except to defend the measures
we intend to propose. If the Chamber is not
with us (ironical laughter and interruption),
it is wanting in the performance of its first
duty.

"Let us lose no time in the dissuasion.
This I beg, as perhaps this is the last time I
shall mount this tribune, make no more
speeches. Send us away if yo deem it best."
(Cheers from the Left of "Yes! yes !")

Deputy Dumoulin interrupted, proposing
that the presidency of the Conncil of Minis-
ters be conferred on General Trochu.

M. Favie demanded that the Chambers
should at once asnume the direction of public
