Congressman Abraham Lincoln
PBrick, of the Thirteenth Indiana dis-
trict, died suddenly in a sanitarium at
AIndianapolis, Ind.

Mrs. Ruth B. M. Rea, widow of
Judge James D. Rea, and mother of
Samuel Rea, third vice president of
the Pennsylvania Raiiroad company,
died in Pittsburg from the effects of
a stroke of apoplexy.

Thursday, April 9,

William and Alexander Campbell
lost their lives in a tenement house
fire at Paterson, N. J., which destroy-
ed the building and endangered eight
families.

Knute Ohnstead died from starva-
tion, after an attempt to fast for forty
days in order to demonstrate his the-,
ory that the mind controls the body |
and that mind is mightier than matter.
