RECONSTRUCTION BUSTAINED.
'The speech of Senator Boreman of
West Virginia, recently published
In the “Congressional Globe,” treuls
thesubject of Ku-Klux outruges with

one of the best cuampaign’ documents
yet produced, Hisargument atiirro-
ng the constitutionality of the Ku-
Kiux bill, and of the reconstruction
ineasures gegorally, i3'based 1st, up-
on Art. 1V Sec. .2, of the original
constitution, which provides that:
The citizens of . each State shal| be
entitled to ull privileges and jmmu-
uities of the citizens of the several
States.” ! . '
And 2d,upon the I11th Amendment,
whercin it provides that:, - ¢
**No State simll make or enforce
any law which shall abridge the
privileges and immunities of citizens
of the United States, nor shall any
Btate deprive an Rerson of life liber-
ty or property without due process of
W, Dur deny toany person within its
{gﬂal,i,ctmg theequal protectionof the
WS,

Having established what are the
cardinal rights, privileges and im-
munities of the citizens and persons

tb, and having incorporated
ovidenca toat theas ights, priviiega
ev C80 il v
sand immunities havu‘beenplnvn?ﬁ
ant trampled upen by the Ku-Klux,
he next proceeds toenquire iato the
rewedy and to show that It exists
and should be applied under the su-]
thority of .the Constitution and the
‘bill under cotsideration.
.On the legality of the remedy,
Senator Boreman evinces great logic-
ul elearness and a thurough fawiliari-
ty with the welghtiest judicial decis-
funs upon the question -ut imue. He
stands firmly upon the settled prin-
ciple of our jurjsprudence thut “a
right implies u remedy’” and that
whenever the end isxequired by the
Constitution, the meyns are wuthoriz-
ed to accomplish that end, or, in the
Janguage of W, Justice Blory, 3'the
end being required, the puwer flows
88 4 nevessdry nieaps to accomplish
the end.” ‘Yils truism is’ iHustrted
in Blacks.one's Comuientaries by the
proposition known to all lawyers,
that if A, sellsund conveys to B. u
piece of land in the midst’uf his do-
tnain without specitying fn right of
way thereto, B. may lawfully enter
at soi¢ point over the'domain of A,
In order to haveuceess to bis pu. chase,
and enjoy the rights thus convcyetj

Ife charges hotbe, upon the Demo-

DEMOCRATIC TACTICY.

Between the two great parties of
the country a wide difference exists
in the respective tactics adopted iu
conducting the political campaigi.

ive influence,. they endeavor to de-
stroy that influenco by dumaging
peérsotiul charges und assault—well
knowing. that persoual odlum custs
ius bluck shadow over every neasure
which un unpopular ¢hampion miy
advoeate, ‘Thu- we, have ween . the
Democrucy,ever since the present Ad-
ministrtion wus orgunized, flinging
its ubuses broad-cust upon the Presi-
dent. ‘ThOs we have seen thein at-
tuck one ajter another of the Mem-
bers of the Cubinet, and when no
charge cou&l be truirped up lor the
vcaasion, thisy have tiiled ' the public
press, and the-country with predic-
tivns of speedy chunges in the “per-
sennel’’ of theexecative council, thus
seeking to disaffect the nation'toward
its rulers, and duarkly to puint. at
grave errors or ‘divisions in our
ranks, ) :

It is much to be regretted that
many Republican journals, not no-
ticing the sourcve of these rumors, or
dvining their import and purpose,
inadvertuntly copy and give them a
place in their coluins, whence others
deeming them authoritative, again
extmet | them, and they thus flout
over the entire country, breeding
mischiefand disaflection before the
counter statement can overtuife and
set them at rest. Thus, tooappareut
dissensions in ouf ranks, like thelate
Sumner affuir, ure seized upon, exag-
emted, one side (:;' ﬂ'\le other iinordi(xll-
utely praised, and the opposite side
soundly berated, not from good will
to cither, but solely to widen the
break, und by the ssine old tacties of
gross and persisteng personalities to:
drug down the reputation of our
statesmenand thus, .by convincing
the peogllle of personul incompetency,
or perhups corru);tlon, bring -into
contempt both theindividualand the
party he repftsents..

How careful then ought our states-
wmen to be, thut they give no eause for
such aspersions. Aud.the Republi-
cun press can do no more etlective
service-than by exposing dnd explod-
ing these disgracefuf tacticsand tricks
of the opposition wheunever and
wherever they may be resorted to in
the peuding campaign now opening
before us.

Friday even-
Ing, says the Detroit Free fress of
Saturday, which gave a liundred pus-
sengens any quanity of fun and mer-
riment, and resulted in the reclama-
tion of three women who have for
severnl yeans past beea living in Salt
Lake City In the capacity of wives
to a Mormon elder numed Coleman.
It seems that Coleman left Sait Luke
City nome duys ago fora trip to the |
Emit, having some church matters
to sco to un Long Island. Whatis s
little unusual for Mormons to do, the
elder decided to have histhree wives
uccomnpatly hin, it being e loten-
tion, ny is learned from oune of the
wives, to use thein to amist jn secyr- -
Ing the conversion of other women,
Theparty cainealong to Chicago, and -
there stopped furaday or two, tuking
a look around the city, and the elder
makiong some purchases for friends at
Salt Lake. They leftCh.cago Friduy,
it beliig the intention to change off
at tho Grand Trunk - Juoection, aud
take thst route through, the eider
claiming that he had friends at Port

Huron. The four, octupled sents ns
near together ns possible, and to
avoid remark or ridicule, each one
was furnished with a dck.ut, thus
seeming to be going afung tike ordj.
nary truvelers. At Chicugu oul$ vue
of the wives was registered uy ** M,
Coleman,"” the vther two giving otn-
er numes, and gccupying n separute
room, Coleman’ stating to the clerk
that they were his nivees. it seemns
that while the elder was out trudihig
during their stay in Chitgo, “the
women got their heads together and
determined 1o give him the stip.
One had been married to him tifteen
yeurs, and the other two less thun a
year, one being a native of England,
and the othér two were born 1 tins
country. ‘They plauned to don their
things, tuke, to the streer, wid stute
their ause t | the tirst policenan they
vocountered, but were et by Cole-
man just ns they were dewcemding
the stirs.  His inquiries were an-
swered by the statement that they
were going put for a short waik, and
he was thussuiied, although appoair-
ing suspicious thervutter.  incoining
over.the Centmi roud, the four oecu-
pying two sents close together, Cole-
tnan went forward Lo tuke o sinvde,
positive that there was no such thing
a3 losing his 400 pounds of watrimo-, |
ny on a truin running thirty pales
an hour. ‘fhe women were thus
given an_opportunity for another
confub, und they improved it by
laying another pian. He had jn-
formed them, previous to leaving
Salt Lake that polygumy wus now
recugnized fnstitution in the land,
und that Congress had sanctioued it.
While they did not believe, they
could not dispute, ns none of them
were ever allowed to renl any other
thun Mormon publications. They
determined to boldly refuso to pro-
ceed with him further than the Junc-

tion, and trust to the chivalry of the -

passengers and  the law of the State
to prevent maltreatment or being
forced on. !
AVhen the train arrived there, the
Felder found: that he must wait a
couple of hours before counecting
with the Grand Trunk.

He ful-
owed them In, threatening them
‘first, with arrest, and thén with in-
stant death, if they did not imuisli-
ntely get on board the trmin weth
him. Hbhaving taken the first step,
the women were plcky et o wot
to back duwn, and detied bam 10 do
his worst. - .
- His Joud and passionate tdiking at
length attrmcted the attention of a
railroad 1nan, who walked upto hom
and sald ; **See 'ere, you feller, Wit
you fooling arpund 'ere for?
{ou don’t hexercixe a tittle cure hi’hl
cnock you hinto the middie hof
next Monday !’ Coleman mw that
he was helpless, and was tuirly white
with ruge.  He tried 1o renson, yis
fered money and prinmises, but the
women were, firm, and warned lan
if hie did not quit their prisence they
‘woultl expose him to (he passengers
aund seeure his arrest.  \Waatioouid
he do?  Any white man would Jmwve
mnshed his néad it w manute; wpee-
fally If asked by 2 femnle in distress,
and ¢ oleman saw  that to nee forve
would end in his urrest.  Having
suld “they wonldw’ty” he felt quie
sure that his wives would not go on,
even though the trunks in the bug-
mge air contvined afl thar toery
exeept what was being worn,
ile was making one last uppeal,
when bintf John Bull eatne buck and
stormed:  “See. 'ere, you blasted
swell hof a pocket-pitcher, hif you
don’t be hout of *ere in two minutes,
hi’ll break hevery bone in'your body
hi will!” ‘The game was up, und, a3
the conductor yelled *#A-l-1 'i;ourd."
Coleman sneaked otit and got abourd
the train, not caring to lose the hag-
gage and wives both. As for the
women, they lovked over their pin
money, found-that they had about
$20 between them, and determined
to come to this city, The mising
one was found in the wcod-house,
where she had taken refuge, and the
three walked to the'street cars, on
Michigan avenue and then rode in,
One of them passed over to Windsor
after dinner, und the other two were
at an intelligence office on Wood-
ward avenue during the afternoon to
secare places as house servants, aul-
culutlp‘im remain in the city "until
