In
deed, tho bitterness of tho feeling was
sucn mat, when tho reverend renegade,
durlnir the courso of thn nlt-li- t. nnnllcd
to Dr, Barr for medical nld (tho tmturo
or ins maiauy can no mrerred from tho
remedy desired) that gentleman refused
to soli him a box of tho ointment ut nuy
price.

This treacherous trick of Brother
Coombo did much to forward tho move-
ment in Dauphin for a soperato temper-
anco ticket and will probably oventuato
In tho defeat of tho Radicals In that
county nt tho coming election.
