obtained from good cows well cared for,
kindly treated, grazed upon sweet and nu-

tritious pasturago freo of weeds, and provid-
ed with an abundance of clean fresh water,

2. Drawing tho milk from tho cow in a
cleanly manner, and hetting it in an untaint-
ed atmosphero and keeping it at a uniform
temperature about CO degrees Kahr., whilo
the crenui is rising.

8. Skimming at tho proper tlmo and e

tho milk becomes old and hitter or de-

composed,
1, Proper management in churning.
0. Washing out tho buttermilk thorough

ly and working tlio butter so us not to lnjuro
its grain.

0. Thorough and even incorporation of
puro ealt and putting down in tight, clean,
wcll-mad- o packages packages that will ex
clude, ns far us possible, tho admission ot
nlr.

7, Placing tho butter after it is packed
(if not hent at onco to market) In a clean,
cool, well ventilated cellar one that is mod-

erately dry and absolutely freo from all Im-

purities and offensive odors.
8. Clcaulluess In all tho operations from

tho time tlio milk Is drawn to tho packing
mid marketing tho butter Is of imperative
