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The Seventeenth Annual Convention
met in the M. K. charch at Catawissa,
dune 2nd and 8:d., Wednesday and
Thursday of last week, with the Prosi-
dent, Rev, U, Myers in the choir, aud
& representation of 108 delegntes,
togother with pastors, superintendents
and distriot viee presidents, numberin
in all about 150,  The nddress ot wel-
vome was given by Hov. A M. Barnits,
pastor of the M. K. chureh. A cordinl
weleome was extended to all Sunday
school workers, e compared the
Sanday school to  Archimedes  lover
which should raise the world to God,
This work like all great works is a
growth, and we are just in the begin-
ning of it.  We meot together to ex-
chitnge views in order to devise means
and ways of socomplishing better work;
to arouse us from our lethargy and fill
us with enthusiasm. TIn the nbscence
of the vice president, Rev, W, T.
Gialloway, who was to reapond to the
address of weloome, Rev. W, H. Buck
of Kspy, pastor of the Kvangelical
chureh wand ealled upon and echioed the
sentiments of Rev, Barnita, and with
the wish that the convention may
be beneficial to all and especially 1o
the people of Cntawisen, who have
giyen the convention such a cordisl
I.'(“--'r-fllnl"n.

Rev. K. S Bridenbaagh, of the 13e-
formed chorel, DBloomsburg, opened
the subject of *“Specinl Teachings"—
Tenehings on Apostles ored, com-
muandments systematio giving.  Giv-
ing is as cssential as any other pary of
the work. Children should be so
taught in their youth, They should be
tanght ehristinn knowledge in order Lo
oventually bring them into the church,
The sume weashiogs should be used as
that of the church,  Special teachings
should be adapted to the differeny
grades of seholars.

E. M. Tewksbury thought the child-
ren should not be tanght that giving
in Sanday school was the giving of
alms, but the giving of noecessity.
That we must have means for carrying
on the work, and some one must
pay the bills.  If ohildren were o in-
strocted there would be no drag in the
work.

WEDNERDAY AFTERNOON.

After the devotional  exercises and
appuintment  of committees, the re-
perts of township vice presidents was
oalled. OF the twenty-five officers only
nine were prosent lo report. Two
townshipa were reported as having
Lield distriet esnventions, but the vice
presidents were absent. A number of
townships were organized during the
pust year

On account of the sickoess of the
secretary, A, W. Spear, his report was
read by J. 1, Aikman, we give it as
follows :

REFOIET OF SECHETARY OF COLUMBIA GO,
SUNDAY SCHOOL ARBSOUCIATION.

Year ending June 1886, Your Seo-
retary began collecting statisties early
lust year, but at the ime of our last
weeting they were found to be 8o in.
complete, that no statistical report was
then presented.

This work was continned during the
past year and your secretary now of-
fers as complete a report, probably, as
the present state of the Sunday szhool
work in the vounty will afford.

No. of Sunday schools in Co, 129
No. of teachers and oflicers 1203
No. of gcholars 8,633
Totul 8. S, memberslip 0,503

The per cent of Sunday school at-
tendance in our county is larger than
the avernge for the State, so it will be
ween that we stand above mauy of the
other connties in this respeot,

There are tew, if any localities 1n
onr gounty where new Sunday schools
nre needed, but the orying need is
better Sunday schools,
There are many schools within our
horders where the International lessons
are not used and the old plan of read-
ing from a Testament is followed, fre
quently without question or comment.
Alarge number of sohools are dor-
mant from October to May and in fact
there may bea very few that have not
et re-orgauized for the summer. A
?tﬂ\f cases have come to the notice of
the Secretary in which Sunday sehoaols
are forbidden the use of the chureh
building and are therefore obliged Lo
nge sohiool houses instead.
It was hioped that at this annual con-
vention it would be possible w0 report
all the townships of the connty or
ganized, spd 10 nccomplish this  end
the Executive Committee, as will be
seeti by the minutes of meeting of
Sept, 26, 1885, suthorized the Seore-
tary to proceed with the work of town.
slilp organization and directed him to
assist. whon needed, in holding town-
ship conventions.
Eight townships and two borouszhs
have been orgavized since our last con-
veution, viz, Derwick, Bloomasburg,
Catswises, Freankliv, Greenwood,Juack-
son, Miilin, Montour, Pine and Sogar-
oaf.  Eleven townships were repnried
as organized nt the last convention,
thus making 21 towoships and  bhor.
olighs now organized and four, vz s,
Beaver, Roaringereek,  Conyngham
nnd Centralin remain unorganised.
The number of township couvantions
held since the last county vonvention
in us follows :

And now the question will naturally
wrise “what ave the prospects for or-
ganizing the four rvomaining town-
ships 1"

Certain local eiroumstnoces operated
against an orgavization being aifeoted
in loaringereek  the past  year but
your Seoretury is persunded that  with
proper care and exertion & good snd
lrruﬁl.nblu convention may be held ere

ong.

Next in regard to Beaver—A time
and place were fixed for & couvention
hiere law, full, The morning of the
day set forth for ihe meeting was
raloy but it cleared in time o make it
{uite ressonable Lo vxpoet an afternoon
weoting, Revs. Spowr and Buck and
your Secretary went 1o the place ap
pointed in time o hold an alternoon
seasion but no one was  there and it

was learned upon inquiry that no oue

had been there.  An  organization
might, with a good deal of work, be
effected bt it would probably require
continued efforts to keep it alive.

It is a faot. koown to the conven-
tion that churehes in Inying out dis-
tricts sometimes follow natiral bonnd-
aries rather than state and county linas,
A suggestion has been made by Rav.
Denvora and heartily approved by your
Seeretary, that in cmm-lurnlinn of the
fact that Centralin is 80 near to Ash-
Iand and the interests of the two places
being ideotieal, thast we open  com-
munication with our State Assceistion
and with the Schuylkill connty Asso-
ciation with a view to transfer Cen-
tralin and Uonyngham from our eounty
to Schuylkill connty,

And now to sum up—A majority
of the townslips that are organized
need no help from the county and are
evidently doing a good work, but the
others need help and enconragement
and a few of them will probably not
hold another convention withont it

An address was given by ltev. A,
Houtz of Orangeville on the subject
of “The International lesson system a
means of aniting  protestants,” It
brought all people together at the same
time—learning and instructing on the
sume subject—make them all have a
common idea—a definite purpose.  In
digeussing this subiject n number of the
members expressed an ovinion that the
committes in  preparing the lessons
seemed to loose slght of the ohural
festivitien at  the proper times. Thus
we might be learning about, the birth
of Christ in July or his crocilixion in
mid-winter.

A paper was read by Miss  Ilattie
R. Bidleman, of Bloomshnrg on the
Subject of “Origin of the International
lesson system," we give it ns follows

The adoption of the Unitorm Lesson
System by the Sunday Schools of this
country in 1872, will mark a distingt
epoch in Church history.  This may
seem Lo some, to b an extravagant
statement, but perhaps by noticitg
some of the results of its adoption, 1t
may not be considered as such. The
movement wad opportune. It came
ns something that had been waited
(tor) und hoped for, It could not have
appesred earlier than it did, for the peo.
p'le had not beee prepard for it, It cer-
tainly did not come a day too sodn. The
Churches needed i for their own sakes
und they also needed it, in order to
put forth the proper influence upon
the world about them. The spirit of
true seientific inquiry was beginning
imperntively to demand that some wor.
thier method of Bible study and of
religious tenchings, shonld be pursned
in the Sunday Sobool. The combina-
tion of influences which bronght sbont
the Uniform Lesson System has n dis-
tinctly detinedhistory- This history has
never been written, yet an sourate and
suthentic story of how vhis grand ides
vame o be entertained and put into
practice, has been written. Firat it is
to be noted that it did not spring into
idea and nFuratinn abruptly.  1v had
n straggle for existence.  The Sunday
School 1tself is only a recent institution.
We must wait a year or two before we
vian celebrate its first centennial, Robert
Raikes in accounted the founder of the
modern Sunday School. 1t is impossi-
ble, to ascertain through whose mind
flitted the first thonght of the possibil
ity of gathering the great masses of
children into religions pablic schools
on Sundays. It has been remarked
that the Sanday School had its first
birth in Robert Raikes, and its new or
second birth in the nventive brain and
heart of J. IL Vineent and the im-
petunous heart of BB, F. Jacobs.

To find the very beginning of bi-
ginnings is often a very difficult thing
to do, and is sometimes found impossi-
ble. The history of our Sunday School
during the first sixty years of our con-
tury, ean hardly be called brilliant. Yet
in looking for the beginning of this
most fruitful idea, we should not fail to
notice the preparvations for i, and the ap-
proaches toward it, made by the for-
matiou of those undenovmivational and
nationsl union benevolent orgnnizations
like those of the Americun Dowmd of
Commissioners, for Foreign Missions,
The American Tract  Soeciety, The
Awerican Bible Society, The Home
Missionary Bociety, The Sunday School
Union and by no means least, The
Christinn Commission, during our late
war. And it should be also said that the
nublieations of The American Sunday
Behool Union particalarly its series of
Union Question Books, furnished some
very helpful hints, The Limited Lesson
Sulieme ol 1875, deserves also to be
wentivaed in this conneetion, Previous-
Iy the unlimited memorizing of Serip-
thre verses wos the practice, smount-
g 1o a muanissuch as now appears
inoredible. But there then appeared nd-
vovates of limited lessons, A Scheme
of Select Seripture Lessons for Sunduy
Suhools  was  printed on  eards, and
somewhint \\‘iih“)’ circuluted.  In 1520,
the committee of the New York, Sun-
diy Sehool Union reported warmly ap-
proving of the Selected Lessons, and
urging their genoral adoption. 'I'bis
scheme conomplated & course of les-
sona running  through seversl yeurs,
sl covering a  wide range of
Soripture.  This method was success.
fully tried in  many schools of
New York  Phila, = Boston  and
J\“lllli'\‘. Revy. Albert Judson was
then engaged to prepare a monthly
siries of guestions, on the lessons for
the use of the teachers, The next
yoar he published a question book,
known as The First Aunoal Course of
lustruption.  The  Aweriean Sunduy
Scehool  Union  earnestly * indorsed
the  plan, sod two years later
it was stated that they were al
modt  tniversally introduced.  7%is
scheme contemplated 8 five years
course of study, und sach course Lo son.

In 1506, this
was changed o n monthly and was
named The Sunday Sehool "Tenehior
Quite a number of schools ot ones
adopted it.  Daoring the first  yeoar,
there were  published 4000 copies
of  the Tencher, and 20000 of
the lesson paper.  But before the
vlose of the year, Mr. Vincent was con-
vinoed that he wae ealled to Iabor in
his own denomination. He therefore
withdrew, and went Easgt, but eontinu.
el to prepare the lesson thronghont
the year,  Rev, Kdward Eggleston
then became Editor.  He took up the
seheme where his predecessor had drop-
pod them, and by his peraonal foree
and literary skill, he brought it into
wide repute, and raised the Peacher 1o
the front rank as the very best exp -
nent of 8 8. thought and work, With
indord yre it attained a monthly
cireulation of 85000 copivs, and the
suholars lesson plan more than $5000
But one thing quite  necessary 1o the
spooess of the movement, was the regu
lar recuring of the National Sunday
School Convention,  There bad been
none for ten  vewrse and s need
wak greatls felt. It need not hers be
detntled how this convention was hail-
ed, but it met in Newark, N. J. April,
156, nod was one of the best ever
held in the conutry, At the semi-
avnusi convention of the Albany Co
Sunday Sehool held in Novembey (he
committee on Union Lessond reported,
that of the 34 schools connecwed with
their convention, 28 were using Union

Il.w-nmiim. Northumberland, Montour,
Sallivan Tioga, ‘The Stste depends
upon the county organizations, the
county npon the districts, and ench dis-
trict upon the tenchers and Sunday
school workers.

A very intoresting address was given
by H. . Bower, of Berwick, on the
subject of “Memorizing  Seripture.”
Every scholar, young and old, should
be taught the vecossity of this. It is
the index board lending us to God.

In the evening sessior Hev, Alex-
andor Henry disoussed the tope, “Or.
panie Structure of the Bible.”  Prof.
Iy Waller gave the topie, *Bosiness
Men's Relatinn to the Sunday Sehool
ad n Moralizging Agent.”  He showed
the necessity of bnsiness men becom-
ing interested in Sunday sohool work.
It mnds them bettor situated for onrey-
ing on theiy business or profession. It
made better  lawyers, better  judges,
hutter jurymen, better representatives
of Lhe prople.

Dr. Newton
and Mr. Jacobs, were obliged to leave,
but the rest began the work of select-
ing the lessons,  After o brief work,
they sent a card to the publishers, say
ing, that at that late hour they found
it impossible wo prepare a list of lessons
that would be at all aceeptable 1o the
public, and they thought it best to de
fer action until the matter was  thor-
oughly disenssed belore the National
Conyention. Mr, Jacobs returning und
hearing of this, reeallod the notice and
called a mecting of the committee, He
said “We have been appointed to do a
certain - work, and wor o diseusss
whether it shall be done or not and we
have no right to decline 10 proceed.
Mr. MeCook declined to take any part
in i, and Dr, Newton had not returned
but the remaining three made the se-
lections for 1872, The list was taken
helore the Indianapolis Convention and
ntter considersble debate was adopted.
A committee was then pppointed to
seloct o seven years serics of National
Union Lessons.  The Committes con-
sited of L HL Vincent, Warren
Randolph, John Hall, Richard New-
ton, A. L. Uhapin, Guo, 11 Stew
art, 5.
