There was an earthquake Tuesdny even-
lng which wus felt throughout nearly the
entire portion of the United Stutes cast of
the Mississippl. It wus most severe In
South Curoling and Georgla, At Augusta,
Gin. ten distinet shooks were fell between
H:51 and 10045 p. m. At Bavanoah five
shovks, sud at Memphils, Richmond and
