Watering House Plants,

As many honse plants suffer from too
wuch, a5 from too little water., It is a
very common thing to see the soil kept
thoroughly sosked from week to mwl.
This will answer® for callus, and n few
other marsh plants, but for others nature
only makes the ground wet occasionally,
and often it becomes very dry before rain
comes again.  No invariable rules can be
given for watering. When a plant is at
rest it needs less than when growing,
and even when growing, it is better to
let the soil get somewhat dry now and
then before watering. I the soil is full
of water no air can enfer, and the reots
need nir as well as water,

War Ships and Thelr Armor,

50 great have been the cmuges of
l-\'l-\rlu ships of war by the lutrodue
tion of stewin sod iron, an English peper
ways, that the uavy waybe sald o have
been in a state of transition during the
present generation, and will still be so,
for many of the latest inveutions are yet
upon trinl,  Sinee the commencement of
the present ceutury, ot least theee il
fereut classos of ships have succeeded
each other, At the battle of Trafalgar,
in 1805, the Victory, Nelsou's flagship,
wan cousiderad a model of a live-of -bat
tle ship. She carried 100 gnos, from
twelve to twenty four pounders. Com
paring her with the Duke of Welling
ton, which now floats beside her in
Portsmouth  larbor, and oarries the
adwiral’s flag, we find a great advance
in ship building. The Duke of Wel
lington carries 131 guns, and is 3,700
tons burthen She s fitted with en
gines of 780 horse power, and is alto
gether the finest specimen existing of a
wooden line-of -battle ship. But when
wo look at our present fleet of ironelads,
at the Warrior, or the Bultan, or the
Hercules, or the Hlack Prince, the
change offectod since the old days of
wooden three deckers, is truly marvel
ous,  These ships are completely in
ocusedd fu anmor, varying from sit to
fourteen inches iu thickness ; for it
seelns that ne sooner have wo got
armior for a"ship which ix conevived to be
impregnable, than straightway a gun is
invented which will pierce it.  They are
armed with large cighteen ton guns, as
well as with suoaller ones on the Whit
worth principle; these last we made of
steel, which by a peculiar process is
compressed while in a fluid state, and
the gun is thus rendered extraordinarily
tough. But in the wavy, ns in other
institutions, in these days of mpid
progress, the new vary quickly bhecomes
the old ; and already since the constrae
ton of these fine ships, we find in owr
walems a strange and nufmmnilisr object,
the pew cupols or turret ship, such as
the Devastation, in which the guus are
wounted on turrets.  The Devastation
carries four guns of the immense size of
thirty-five tons, mounted on two turrets,
Whether these unsightly ships, without
either masts or ngging, will ever be
