Finally, loose earth is shoveled and
rammed upon the rear, until not only
is the third compartment filled, but the
bank slopes back fully ten feet beyond
the inner row of piles; and not until
then is the work declared safe and the
crevasse conquered.

250,000 in its treasury, and has already
been the means of sending eight thieves
to State prison, It is snpported by dues
proportioned to the number of travel-
ers which each firm employs, and it is
prepared to spend any amount of money
necessary to hunt down and convict the
thief who robs one of its members,
