Gov. Hoyt Comes Out Against |

GREAT OIL S8YNDICATE,

One of the Most Qigantic Bull Move
ments on Record,

Titoaville, Nov. 1.~One of the great-
est bullish syndicates ever organized and
known to the oil trade was consammat-
ed today, by the parties concerned
sigoing the necessary documents, The
scheme is to enroll all the leading pro-
ducera in the oil country to discontinue
the drill for six months from date, to 1st
of May, 1888, Among the largest pro
ducera who are forwardiog this scheme
to comp'etion are McKioney & Co, Un-
ton Ot Company, Tidewater Pipe Com-
papy, John J, Carter, H. B, Porter and
others, All the parties concerned are
determived men and will carry the
scheme into successful execution,

The report of oit operators for October
is ready and is fally as ballish as was an-
ticipated by the trade, It shows that at
the close of the month there were in the
entire field 128 rigs up and boilding,
againat 176 the month previous, and 160
wells driliing against 125 in September.
F'oe tnerease in the driling wells is un
doubtedly due to the better prices for pe-
trolenm causing a partial resumption of
operators, The number of wells com
pleted during October was 116, with a
production of 1962 barrels per day,
against 170 wells aod 4549 barrels pro-
duction in September, the fulling off be-
ing in great part caused by the sudden
collapse of Cherry Grove, though there
is undoubtedly & gradual deline in all
the oil fields, The fact that twenty dry
holes were found indicates that the wild
werator has been seeking new flelds or
testing the outer edges of the defined
evritory. But eighteen wells were com
pleted 10 the Bradford field, with a pro-
fuction of §19 barrels, an increase of 4
welis and a decrease of sixteen barrels
production,

Alleghany comes to the front with an
increase of sixteen wells and 183 bar.
rels production as compared with Sep-
tember, and 1 the ounly field showing
\n incredSe in both welis und production,
Althoagh considerable activity has been
dwsplayed in Baldbridge, Batler county,
wd Cranberry, Venango county, the out
yat has only been increased 295 barrels,
sgainst 298 1o September, Cherry Grove
wmpleted thirty-nine - welis, most of
¢hich were drilled in September, and
only added 515 barrels against the yield
he previous month of 3,208 barrels.
Chere are thirty-one wells drilling in
hat field, many of which are not ex-
pected to pay the cost of putting down,
Both Bradford and Alleghany are pretty
thoronghly dritled, and liitle will be
fone in t e immediate future in those
sections at the present price of oil,

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WIDOW'S RIGHTS

An Interesting Case Decided by the
Supreme Court.

In an opinion just filed in the Supreme
Court, now sitting at Pittsburg, by Justice
Crunkey, some interesting law is laid
down concerning the right of a widow who
marries again to participate in the estate
of her deceased husband, Henry Venus'
of Shrewsbury, York county, was & wid-
wer with six children, and pretty well
wdvanced in years, when, in 1873, he mars
ried Euphema Webb, a maiden lady of
sbout forty~ve summers. Venus bad sc-
cumuluted some estate, and it was said
that the newly made wife was about as
woll off as himself. They lived together
antil the 281 of August, 1878, when Venus
lied. His six children had never taken
kindly to their stepmother, and had ob-
jected Lo the marriage before 1t took place.,
Whether they were afraid that she would
ske a bigshee of their father's estate, or
whether they were angry that the mar-
risge should bave occurred ouly three
wonths after the death of the mother, is a
tisputed question. However, after Venuy'
death the widow made application for
$300 exemption in money, besides claim.
1ng an exclusive one~third of the estate,
Venus haviog died intestate, The chiidren
contested the claim of their slepmotner,
«nd the matier went before tbe suditor
why wes subsequeutly susisined by tne
York county court. The children ¢ aimed
yefore the suditors thatan solenupiusi
sontract bud been mnde beiween the de-
andent and Dis widow by which it was
sgreed that in oase of the desth of either
heother was Dot L0 participate in any de
gree 1n such decedent’s estate, whiocn was
0 go 1o the legal heirs of tbe Intter. Tuis
igreement wus denied by the widow, who,
in the meantime had married Mr. Hunt
he suditor held ibat the ante~nuptial
.ontract bad been made out by the testi-
mony produced, and he therefore distri
auted the balance of Veous' estate amung
the children of the latter in equul shures.
It was also held tuat the widow bad fore
faited ber claim for $300 exemption by de-
manding money wWhen sh6 was Only enti-
Jed to srticles of personal estate belong-
ing ta the decedent, there being no mons
ey, aod also, that having re-married she
vas not the widow of the decedent within
the spirit and the act ot April, 1851. Jus-
vice Trunkey, in bis opinion, agrees with
the suditor snd the lower court in their
findings relative to the widow's claim fur
$300 under theact of Apnl 14, 1851, As
o the ante~nuptial contract, huwever, the
justice holds that clesr and conviocing
vroot of such contract shouid be shown,
As the children were supporters of the
supposed contract, it Was ibeir duty w
orove it by more than shigitly preponders
ating testimony. The judgmeni ot the
tower court upon this puint was, therefore,
raversed, and one-third of the estate
awarded to Mrs. Hunt,
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SIX PERSONS KILLED,

4 Mob's Fire on a Sheriff’s Party
Returned With Frightful
Effect,

Hauntington, W. Va, Nov. 1, 1882 —
Wiiliam Neal and Ellis Craft were con~
victed some months ago at Catlettsburg,
Boyd county, Ky., Circuit Court, of the
murder of Robert and Fannie Gibbons
and Emma Carrier. They were grantea
A new trial by the Suprema Court. Geo.
Ellis, an uccomplice, who confessed and
was sentenced to imprisonment for life,
was banged by & mob at Ashland last
summer. On Monday last Neal and Craft,
guarded by 220 State troops with one sec~
tion of Artillery, arrived at Catlettsburg
from Lexington, where they have been
for safe keeping, to stand trml. Yester
day Judge Brown granted a change of
venue to Carter county. Last night a
mob at Ashland stoppad a tsain on the
Chesapenke and Qhio Railroad and search-
od it for the prisoners.

This afternoon at balf-past two o'clock
Sheriff Kounts, with the State troops and
prisoners, boarded the steamer Granite
State for Mayaville. intending to gothence
hy rail to Lexington to the Juil to confine
the prisoners until trial  The mob at
Ashland, which is five miles down the
river to Cutlettsburg, seized a forrybost
and stood out to intercept them. The
Granite State under full headwny steamed
sround the ferryboat, when, secing they
«ere about to lose their prey, the mob
opened fire, which was returned by the
troogs with a fatul effect.

The ferrybont purty fiading the troops
were in earnest withdrew, with one killed
and several wounded The battle was for
+ teW minutes pretty hot, but the steam-
bout rapidly got wway and out of runge
