PROGRESS OE THE UNION PACIFIC
RAILROAD,

Telegraphic despatches report the comple-
tion of 600 miles of the Union Pacific Rail-
road. The rapidity with which this railroad
has been constructed is without precedent in
all the history of railroad enterprises. . Two
years ago, only 40 miles had been built, and
yet, at the close of the working season of
1867, 540 miles were in active operation.—
’l’hrougp,;he winter months an accumulation
of material for extendiqé the road gave prom-
ise of renewed vigor this year, and the fact
that 60 miles bave been built and cquipped
since the frost was so far out the ground as to
admit f track laying, shows that that prom-
ise will be fulfillcd. An immense force of la-
borers—about ten thousand men—is at work
under skillful leadership, and before the end
Uf T scasun, 8L ICAST 30U more miles will be
added to the complete distance, There will
be then finished more than 900 miles west
from Omaha, or more than one-half the dis-
tance to Sacramento. The summit of the
Rocky Mountains, the highest point upon the
entire line, has been surmounted and left in
the rear by the builders, and the industrial
army is now on the western slope toward
Great Salt Lake. :

The Union Pacific Railrosd Company,
which are doing this great work, are offering
Tor sale their First Mortgage Bonds at par
and accrued interest from January 1st, in cur-
rency.’ They are for $1,000 each, have thirty
years to run, pay 6 per cent. gold interest,
and principal as well as interest is payable in
gold.. These Bonds are issued only as the
road progresses. The government loans, “to
aid in building the road, United States Bonds-
to the following amounts: $16,000 per mile
from the Missouri to the Rocky Mountains; a
distance of about 526 miles ; §18,000 per mile
for the 150 miles through the mountains, and
32,000 per mile thereafter. The Company
‘are then authorized to issue their own Bonds
to an equal amount, and no more. During
last year, about twelve million dollars of these
Bohds were sold, based npon the number of
miles completed. The entire line to the Pa-
cific will be complete in 1870, when the trafic
and profit of the road must be immense.

The Company's Bonds bave unusual provis-
ions for security. The charter granted by Con-
gress makes them a First Mortgage upon the
entire line, taking precedence even of the
government's claim, the latter holding » sec-
6nd llen as security for its advances. Tke
receipts from ‘way business show a remarka-
bly successful operation of the line, During
the eight months ending December 81, 1867,
the net earnings were more “than threc times
the interest upon the Company’s. Bonds, and
the traffic must he greatly. increased as the
road progresses, . .-
