he was in the battle of Gettysburg, that
ho first went into the three months ser-vice from New York, and afterwards en-
listed for tbree'Yeatrs in the, 65th N. York
Infantry —that he escaped 'Mahan until'
the battle of Cold Harbor, when he was
shot through the breast, the ball passing
from one shoulder to the other. His left
arm and . side seem paralyzed. He is
about five feet ten inches in bight, weighs
about 150 pounds, has black hair and dark
