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Farmer's Wives.
Farmers cut this out and paste iton

your kitchen doors:
It is, perhaps, safe to say that on

three arms out of four the wife works
harder, endures more than any other
on the place; more than the husband,
more than the farm hand, more than
the hired help of the kitchen. Many a
farmer speaks to his wile habitually in
terms more imperious, impatient, and
petulant than ho would use to the
scullion of the kitchen or to his hired
man.

Many a farmer's wifo is literally
worked to death in an inadvertant
manner, from want of reflection or
consideration on the part of her bus.
band. None can understand bettor
than he, in plowing or sowing, or har-
vest time, that if a horse gets sick, or
runs away, or is stolen, another must
be procured that very day; or the
work will inevitably go behindhand.
He does not carry the same practical
sense into the kitchen when the hired
help leaves without warning or be-
comes disabled, although lie knows as
well as any man can know that they
will expect their meals with the same
regularity, with the same promptness,
and with the same proper mode of
preparation; but instead of procuring
other 1161 p on the instant, he allows
himself to be persuaded, if the help is
sick, she will got well in a day or two,
or a week at farthest, and it is hardly
worth while to get another for so short
a time. If the help has taken "French
leave,'! his mind fixes on the fact that
it is a very busy time and neither ho
nor a single hand can be spared, or
that, in the course of a week, some one
will have to go to town for some other
purpose, and both these matters can
be attended to at the same time. Mean.
while the wife is expected not only to
attend to her ordinary duties as usual,
but somehow or other to spare time to
do all that the nook or washerwoman
was accustomed to do, that is, to do
the full work of two persons, each one
of whom had already quite as much
labor to perform as she could possibly
attend to. The wife attempts it. By
herculean efforts all goes on well. The
farmer perceives no jar, no hitch in the
working of theriachinery,and because
no complaint is uttered, thinks that
everything is going on withcut an ef-
fort. Meanwhile time passes; and in-
finite shame on some of them; they
begin fe calculate how much has been
saved from servants wages, and how
much loss food has been eaten, and be-
cause still no complaint has been made,
the resolution quietly forms in the mind
o& nothing until she does complain;

but 'before that takes place, she falls
a victim to her over exertions, in hav-
ing laid the foundation for weeks and
months of illness, if not ofpremature
decline and deatl—Dr. Hall. •

To FATTEN FOWLS. —lt is conceded
that the fowls of France are the fattest
and whitest in the world. The meth.
.od for preparing them for the market
is this:

Fifteen days before they are to be
killed they feed them with dough made
.of wheat flour of the previous year,
with ten grammes of salt to every
quart of water, and three or four small
gravel stones to mouthful of dough.
Twelve hours before they aro to be
killed they should scarcely eat any-
thing, in order to leave the intestines
empty, and thus avoid the acid fermen-
tation, which would produce decompo.
sition, and make it impossible to trans-
port them any distance.

Not a feather should be plucked till
the fowl has been thoroughly bled,
which is done without cutting off the
head. So long as the blood is in cir•
culation, each littlefesoicle at the root
of the feather is filled, and causes spots
if this is plucked till it is orairely
drained. If they are killed immedi
ately after eating, they will keep only
eight days; but if they have tasted
twelve hours, they will keep fifteen
days.

POULTRY.—Whoever will give prop-
er care to early chickens, may set the
hens as early as the first of April.
Early chickens are particularly useful
as insect killers,for the first insects aro
the parents of future swarms. Give
seldom more than 13 eggs. Select
those of perfect form, of medium or
not extra largo size, and strong shells.
Mark each egg with a lead pencil, and
on several put the date at which they
aro put under the hen. Let hens lay
in movable boxes, so that whotil they
begin to set they may be removed
away from -the laying hens. Feed reg,
ularly, and keep water always before
them: Feed may always be kept be-
fore setting hens if rats aro not trouble-
some. Turkeys should be confined
and made to lay at home in a low box
or basket, where they can be control,
led, so that when their young hatch
they may be kept in doors for a week
or ten days, as they are very apt to die
if they get wet. Sot Ducks' eggs under
hens. Geese take care of themselves,
but should not be forced to go far for
food while sitting.—Agriculturist.

TO GIVE ONIONS AN EARLY START.-
Mr. 11. Benjamin, of Ontario county,
gives the following method of prepar-
ing onion seed for planting :

"About the first of April 1 put my
seed into blood•warm water, set it
where it will not freeze, and let it re-
main from twelve to fifteen days. I
atu careful to have the water always
cover all the seed. In two or three
days one can tell if the seed be good
by the strong onion smell it will omit
in case it is all right. I drain the wa•
for offfrom the seed, and stir amongst
it some plaster, keeping it, however, a
little moist and warm. At the end of
three days the seed will have thrown

plant it, covering about half atTi";l7
deep with earth, and in six days one
can eeo the rows."
