
tad, there will be a material decrease
of crime, and comparatively few cases
to demand the exercise of the pardon-
ing power.

Commutation ofSentences
There are confined in the Philadel-

phia county prison the following nam
ed convicts, under sentence of death,
for whose execution warrants have
not been issued : Edward Ford, sen-
tenced May 12, 1851; Jerry Dixon,
May 30, 1863; Patrick Finnegan, Feb-
ruary 9,4863 ; :Newton Champion, De-
cember 1, 1866, and Alfred Alexander
and Rester Vaughn, July 3," 1868.
Successive Governors, for satisfactory
reasons, have declined to order the
execution of these persons. The law
requires that they shall be executed
in accordance with the sentence, un-
conditionally pardoned, or held in
Close confinement in the county jail
during life. Tho latter punishment,
with the embitterment constantly
preying upon the mind that a death
warrant may at any moment be issued
ed, is perhaps the severest that
could be inflicted. It would be both
justand merciful to give the Governor
authority to commute the sentence of
death in the above named cases to im-
prisonment, at labor, in the penitenti-
ary, for such a term of years as the
ameliorating circumstances may seem
to justify and demand. One of the
convicts named has been imprisoned
about eighteen years, and although it
Might not be advisable to set hitt at
liberty, humanity and the ends of jus-
tice require the commutation of his
sentence in the manner suggested.

Conclusion
Many of the events that have trans-

pired since my last annual communi-
Cation to the Legislature have been
pnusually interesting and significant.
They have been infinitely more than
•politienl; and bear directly 'upon the
-great interests and most sacred desti-
nies of the nation. Apart from'the
vindication of the principles of the par-
ty which sustained the government
and the army during the contest for
the preservationof the 'Union, and
the election to the Presidency of the
Arst soldier of the age, is the fact that
the have by triumphant major-
ities forever settled our controversy
;von certain fundamental principles.
Parties. may and' undoubtedly *ill
'arise uponOther issues,-but there can
be no future struggle about slavery.—
Involuntary servitude, as a monopoly
of labor; is: forever. destroyed. The
nionater.obstaclo to the national pro-
gress has been removed, and hence.
forward all the faculties of our people
can be developed "without let or hin-
derance." The fair and exuberantly
fertile States ofthe South,. heretofore
- ,coMpiiritiVeliretingressive 'and tin-,
productive„relieved from this terrible
scum, with the influx of northern im-
migratioo--Mid•-capital will soon be-
come the rivals of their northern sis-
ter States arts of peace, and
additional markets will be developed
iii which to exchange the varied pro-
ducts of the; heretofore hostile sec-
tions.-- - • -

: Hardly less .magical has boon the
,effect upon other nations. - General
.Grant's election has . confirmed the
hopes of our nation's friends, and the
-fe-artiffitiirfoihb Old Wald:— It
supplements and seals the verdict of
arms and the prOgress of republican
principles. The downfall of the rebel.
lion in the United States was quickly

followed by the great civil revolution
in England ; the peaceful expulsion of
the last of the Bourbons from Spain ;

the unrest of Cuba; the concession of
more liberal principles in Germany;
and the necessary acquiescence of the
Emperor of the French in the republi-
can sentiments he fears oven as he has
betrayed them. What aro these but
the echoes of the dire catastrophe that
has overwhelmned aristocracy in the
United States ?

Nothwithstanding the importance
of the issues involved in the late can-
vass, and the bitterness of feeling as
well as the earnestness with which it
was conducted, its termination has
happily met with the acquiescence of
nearly the whole people; and at no
time in the history of the nation has
there'been opened before us a bright-
er prospect of continued peace and
increasing prosperity; and we have
no greater cause for universal con-
gratulation than that no differences of
opinion now exist that can materially
mar our national happiness, retard our
onward progress, or threaten the
peace or perpetuity of our govern.

In conclusiou, permit me to remark
that thevoice of Pennsylvania, as well
as that of a majority of the States, has
at the ballot•box proclaimed to theworldavorldthat all our national indebted-
nese, no matter how heavy the bur-
den

and spirit"
be paid,according to "the let-

ter spirit" of theagreements made
and entered into at thtime the debt
was contracted; and that in this as in
all other respects our-individual .and
national honor "must and shall be pre.
served ;" thatwe are determined by all
honorable means in our power to se-
.cure ample encouragement and protec-
tion to each and every branch of Home
Industry, and every manly enterprise
that contributes-.capital, labor, skill
and industry to our material wealth,
social advancement aod political.tran-
quility ; that for all our citizens, the
children of the Commonwealth,_ being,
also citizens of the United States; we
demand the fullest protection,in,their
-persons, their property; and in all their
rights 'and-privileges wherever' they
gay, go within the natidnul jurisdio•
,tien ,or in foreign lands; and that
isybilst our ,financial policy shall be
,such as to maintain untrammelled our
oationai credit, it is to be,hoped that itmay at the.sarrie'time, bo such as will
permit and sanetioo the construction
of the great railways pow is progress
And stretching out their giant, arms to
grasp the.migtity_commerce of,the Pa-
cific, to develop the untold resources,of wealth in the intervening territo-
ries,and to connect the most distantporpons ofour country in a common
union, net only with iron bands, but
by, the still stronger and more indissol-
uble ties of 'a common interest and acommon brotherhood.

To lessen the burdens of the people,
And to. keep the expenses of the State
,as nearly as possible within the limits
.9f its absolute necessities, will always
tie among the chief objects of wise and
just legislation. Let us, then, With a
due 'sense" of our obligations and high
responsibilities, endeavor so to die.
