Do drew a pistol during this conversa-
tion, but the Dr.,prevailed upon him to put it
in his pocket. r After sitting a few minutes, he
demanded the prescription, and pulling out a
roll of bank bills, offered to pay any amount for
It. On the refusal to. accede to his wish, Love-
jay drew apistol.nnd exclaiming, “God bless
you. Doctor ; God bless mymother,” fired, the
'ball passing through the leg of the Doctor, just
above the knee. The wound, although very
painful, is only a flcsh'wound. As soon as he
fired, Loveday said, ‘-My QoAjjLdid not intend
to shoot you, butynyself.” DSshad a few min-
utes prevrously applied to DoSHfirrett for ar-
senic, and was refused.
