And In case the person who
shall have received the highest, number of
voles for inspector shall not attend, the person
elected judge shall appoint ah inspector in his
place; and in case the person elected a judge
shallmot attend, then the inspector who re-

ceived the highest jiumher ol votes shall ap-

point a judge, itfhis ‘pTacK; or tf any vacancy
shall continue in the board for the space °

one hour after the time fixed by law for the

npenino ofthe election, the qualified yp|era of

the township ward or district for which such
officer shall have been elected, present at the

place ofelection, shall elect one of their num-
; ber to fill such vacancy.

the United Slates, who has" previously been a
qualified voter of this Stale, and removed there-

.detl in'the . election district, and paid _ta. es
aforesaid, shall be en,titled In vote
ding in the Stale six months ; Pnovinsn, hat
the while freeman, citizens ol the United States,
between the age of twenty oneand twenty-two
years who have resided in an election district
ten days as aforesaid, shall be entitled to vote

although they shall not have paid taxes.
No person shall ho permitted to vole whose

name ts not contained in the list of taxable in-
habitants furnished by the commissioners, un-
less First, he produce a receipt for the pay-
ment within two years, of a stale or county
tax assessed agreeably te the constitution, arid
<rive satisfactory evidence either on his oath or
affirmation, of the oath or affirmation of anoth-
er that ho has paid such a lax, or on failure to
produce a receipt snail make oath to the pay-
ment thereof.

ed foe any lime not less ithan-three nor more
than twelve months, and if it shall be shown
to court, where the trial of. such offence shall
be had, that,the person so offending was not a
resident of the city, ward, district or township
where the offence was, committed, and not en-
titled to vole therein, then, conviction lie
shall be sentenced .to pay a fine of not--less
than one hundred nor more than one thousand
dollars,-and be -inprisohed not less than, six
