Iron-Making--The New FProcess.

Qur rece ut refferences to the new pro- |-
cessof iron manufaclure,says the Pittsburg
(Guzette, by which puddling is practieally
dispensed with, aud which has been intro.
duced in this city, have attracted a very
general attention from the press.

In addition to what has been already
stited, we learn further that practical
men think well of ihe new process, that it
is the best sugestion yet made, but that a

- practicul monopoly cannot grow out of it.
The idea is to decarbonise the iron ore by
stirring in oxides while it is in fusion.
This 8 an old process, though muclh
more 1s stirred in than was dove formerly.
To stir in some, was dlways done to make

" iron come quicker. Mo stir in somewhat
tteie, transformed it to stecl, which s the
Bessawmer process.  To stir io still more,
renders the 1ron malleable. This is the
procces now used. This is npot sup-
posed to be patentable, because always
practiced, except as to the quantity of ox-
ides used. But the inventor hasamethod
of” manipulating the iron, which is paten-
table, and has been patented and will prove
of value.

. The discoverer is a Clerman, of New
‘York. Ile made his hit by experiment-
ing to avoid the difficulties which reander
the Bessamer process unseliableand waste-
“ful.. The process disengages the carbon
so rapidly that it consumes the metal.
He kept siirring in oxides of iron into
the molten wass until the steel producing
point passed, and found he had -malleable
iron.

The boiling process is not dispensed
with, but puddlers are pretty much laid
aside. The ore is conducted frum the
melting Turnace direcily into the hoiling
“pots, iustead OF Béing cast into pigs. It
is on this special wavipulation thas the
patent rests, as we understand it.  DMuch
