yVhpn wheat is drilled-in, wo consider
tfiat ono andn half bushels per acre are suf-
ficient if tho soil rs rich and iho seed well
put in; hut when sown broadcast, weshould
always prefer two bushels and in many
eases twq and a half bushels would bo
none too much.

"A loss quantity ofseed would often pro-
'foefi fls-goqd n crop, but wc consider it not
best- to- run-'the risk of loosing half or even
part of a crop, for the suko of an o.\tra
peclt’or two, of sepd per aero.

ft is argued on tho one bandy that if tho
soil is very ferrito, the plants will grow
«nuqh stronger and branch out cousidcra-
bty; and if fherb is too much seod sown’ (
rtjb. plants will still branch out, and being j
too thick on the ground they will grow up
ffhu and ifto crop lost.

..Others say that if the soil is poor and
destitute oi a largo amount of fertilizing
matter, it is certainly bad policy toIncrease
tho number of plants to consume—that a
niuch wiser plan Would bei to have fewer
flauU, and let eachofthese have sufliciont
fgod,«ndho perfectly developed, and not
Imvo a Inrgo number,none of which can be
properly matured from lack of necessary
ingredients. This appears goodreasoningand i» perhapscorrect mlho case assumed;but it'is not the true poiut at issue.

If the soil does not contnin sufficient in-
gredientsfor a crop ofwheat, it should not
be sown at all; for it is very doubtful if,such case, tho phials- would thrive nnd
db wolL: Even though they wero planted
bo ftr'hpart as to givo them tho required
amoonf of ingredients in the soil.

The point to decide, is whether n soil
that will produce a crop of wheat of20 or2i> bushclsper acre, requires more or less
seed than ono that will produce 36 or 40
bushels per acre.

In such a case, wc decidedly think that
the'rich land would requiro the least seed,
for the reason that it would grow so much
stronger and bushier than on compnrrtive-
)y poor soil.

from the tree, at the present time, and con-
tinue to do, so until October, after having
remained o year in the larva and pupa
Mate. Ap this is the period in which they
deposit their eggs, it becomes necessary ifrtr the cultivators of tho peach, to bestow
some little attention to their destruction.
Theireggs are deposited on the body of
