preceptor lo practice.

Section 2. Any person who shall
practice or attempt lo practice mcdi
cino or surgery, or shall prescribe for
any sick person or pei lorm any sur-

gical operation for lee or rewnrd, in

violation of section one of this net,
shall bo deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor, nnd upon conviction in any
court of competent jurisdiction, shall
tie lined In any sum not less than one
hundred dollars, nor more than five
hundred dollars, at the discretion ol

tho court, one half of said fine to be
for tho uso of tho informer, and one
half for the county in which such fine
shall bo imposed.

Section 3. Any person who nhall
attempt to praclico modieino or sur-

Tho But
llcot the Boyneand tho later movement
under "Bonnio l'rinco Charlie," have
left an impress on tho hnglish speak-
ing races which it felt in tho New
World almost ns much ns the Old, and
which is not likely soon lo be eftaced.
All that trouble came I ruin one source
If ono Pretender can work so much
mischief what must be) expected from
three ? Tho House of Konapurto will
never givo up its pretensions. Il can-

not; il dare not. Tho Bourbons will
never give up their pretensions. They
cannot; Tbey daro not. But the
House of Bourbon is divided ; and it
is f. It in Ibis case, as it has been fell
in all hiinilur cases for the last three
thousand years, that a houso divided
against itscircannol stand.

It Ibcro is to
be a fusio.i of tho Bouibons the fusion
must ri fleet the grace of (tod nnd
the will of tho French people rather
than legitimacy divine right.
Tho Bourbon compromise, so tar v.s

wo can see, is lo be a gain lo tho Bona
partes. Tho ILuuso of Bonaparte is

the only house that can give France
the semblance and cninlorts, with a

icrmnnent and hereditary executive
head. This Bourbon fusion encour-
ages us In the belief that tho restora-
tion of the Bonapai'les is almost a
certainty in the not distant future.
