Marbled Paper,

Thia, much used by bookbinders, is
produced in a very carious way. The
name i not exactly suitable, seving
that few of the specimens are imila.
tions of real marblo ; but it bas grad-
ually becomo u&!rlind to shoots of pa-

r ol which'oho surfco 18 made tw
imitate any kind of stone or wood.—
Small brown spots on a light gronnd,
marblo velning on a shady ground,
curled palterns and wavy paltorns,
all aro produced in groat cE\-emily.
Thoe colors are of the usunl kind, such
ns Naples yellow, yellow ochor, yol-
low luke, orpiment, verdigris, rose
pink, red lead, carmine, torra di Sien
na, Duteh pink, indigo, Prussian bloe,
verditer, umber, ivory black, eto,;
they are ground up very fine with pre-
paved wax and wuter and o fow drops
of aleohol, A solution of gum is made
of gtim tragacanth, alum, gall, and
wator, and placed in a trough or shal-
low flat vessel.
